Praha 1. bfezna 2024 — Nejlep$ich &trnact absolventtl kurzu Cestina pro akademické prostredi ziskalo po jeho Usp&sném
absolvovani mikrocertifikat deklarujici definované vysledky uceni, znalost Cestiny a vynalozené usili na zvladnuti kurzu.
Tyto vabec prvni mikrocertifikaty na Univerzité Karlové udélil Ustav jazykové a odborné pripravy.

Hlavni vyhodou mikrocertifikatu je, ze ackoli U€astnici a UCastnice kurzu neusiluji o slozeni obecné certifikované
zkousky na urovni A1 nebo A2 (CCE), mohou dosahnout znalosti na pomezi téchto dvou Urovni a tyto znalosti mit
potvrzené mikrocertifikatem jako moznym vystupem z jazykového kurzu. V mnohojazy¢né Evropé se budou moci
prokazat deklarovanou bazalni znalosti dalSiho (v tomto pfipadé ¢eského) jazyka.

Pilotni skupina 24 ucastnic a u€astnik( v rdmci programu Erasmus+ se po intenzivni tfitydenni vyuce zakladu ¢estiny
nasledné& rozhodla pokragovat v navazujicim kurzu Ceétina pro akademické prostfedi. Celkem &trnact Udastnic a
Gcastnik( z péti evropskych zemi (Francie, Némecko, Nizozemsko, Polsko, Rakousko) pak kurz Gspésné dokondilo,
zvladlo slozit zavére¢nou zkousku a byli ocenéni mikrocertifikatem. Stali se tak prvnimi absolventy s mikrocertifikatem
na UK.

Posledni zé&fijovy den roku 2024 tak zahaji hned dva dalSi nové kurzy: Dvousemestralni metodicky kurz k vyuce
Gestiny jako ciziho jazyka a Semestralni metodicky kurz k vyuce Eestiny jako ciziho jazyka (on-line kurz). Oba
kurzy uréené tuzemskym i zahraniénim ucitelim €estiny, ale i studentdm bohemistiky, jsou zakonené mezinarodné
platnym certifikdtem o absolvovani. V&echny tFi kurzy (v&etné kurzu Cestina pro akademické prostredi) vedouci k zisku
mikrocertifikatu, které uskuteéiuje Ustav jazykové a odborné pfipravy, byly Radou pro vnitfni hodnoceni schvaleny na
maximalni moZnou dobu deseti let.

Mikrocertifikaty nabizeji moznost provazanosti vybranych kurzd a pfedmétl z akreditovanych studijnich programu a
vybranych kurzu celozivotniho vzdélavani, které obstoji v procesu schvalovani Radou pro vnitfni hodnoceni UK, v éemz
také spociva treti role univerzity a moderni moznost trvalého vzdélavani v ménicim se svété.

First microcertificates granted at Charles University

Prague, 1 March 2024 - The top fourteen graduates of the Czech for Academia course have been granted a
microcertificate declaring defined learning outcomes, knowledge of Czech and the effort they have put info completing

the course. These first ever microcertificates at Charles University were granted by the Institute of Language and
Preparatory Studies.

The main advantage of the microcertificate is that although participants do not aspire to pass the general certified
examination at A1 or A2 level (CCE), they can achieve proficiency on the borderline between these two levels and have
this proficiency confirmed by the microcertificate as a possible outcome of the language course. In multilingual Europe,
they will be able to demonstrate a declared basic knowledge of another language (in this case Czech).

The pilot group of 24 Erasmus+ participants, after an intensive three-week course in basic Czech, then decided to
continue with a follow-up course in Czech for Academia. A total of fourteen participants from five European countries
(France, Germany, the Netherlands, Poland, Austria) successfully completed the course, passed the final exam and
were awarded a micro-certificate. They became the first graduates with a microcertificate at the UK.

"l consider the awarding of the first microcertificates at Charles University to be another important step in the introduction
of microcertificates in the Czech Republic. Charles University plans to make it possible to obtain a number of
microcertificates in various fields, which it will open not only to students of Charles University, but also to students of
any other universities, i.e. to those coming from outside who will complete the courses as part of their lifelong learning,"
says Milena Kralickova, Rector of Charles University.

"Thanks to the microcertificates, the education achieved in this way will be recognised not only in the Czech, but also in
the European academic environment and will be an added value on the labour market. This trend, which was initiated by
the European Commission, will guarantee graduates permanent competitiveness on the labour market," adds Markéta
Martinkova, Vice-Rector of Studies at Charles University.

"It is the link between the academic and public spheres that adds value to the concept of microcertificates. The recent
decision of the Internal Evaluation Board to approve two more courses with microcertificates for our institute was
also good news for students and teachers," adds Dana Hullkova Nyvltova, Director of the Institute of Language and
Preparatory Studies.

On the last day of September 2024, two new courses will be launched: the Two-Semester Methodological Course for
Teaching Czech as a Foreign Language and the Semester Methodological Course for Teaching Czech as a Foreign
Language (online course). Both courses are intended for domestic and foreign teachers of Czech, as well as for students
of Bohemia, and are concluded with an internationally valid certificate of completion. All three courses (including the
Czech for Academia course) leading to the microcertificate, which are run by the Institute of Language and Preparatory
Studies, have been approved by the Internal Evaluation Board for a maximum period of ten years.

The microcertificates offer the possibility of linking selected courses and subjects from accredited study programmes
and selected lifelong learning courses that pass the approval process of the UK Internal Evaluation Board, which is also
the third role of the University and a modern option for continuous learning in a changing world.
