Praha — V utery 7. bifezna 2023 se na Univerzité Karlové konala pfednaska svétové uznavaného politologa, profesora
Ivan Krasteva Mezindrodni Fad jako sif rozbitych zrcadel: Vyhlidka na rozvoj ve svété zniceném valkou . Akci
pod zastitou Ministerstva zahrani¢nich véci CR organizovala Univerzita Karlova ve spolupraci s Evropskou komisi a

rozvojovym programem OSN (UNDP).

Ivan Krastev vénoval svou prazskou pfednasku tématu roztfisténosti a polarizace spole¢nosti v mnoha &astech
svéta, které se z narodni Urovné nasledné prelévaji do mezinarodni politiky a tu silné ovliviuji. ldeologicka politika
charakteristicka pro studenou valku v sou€asnosti ustoupila politice identity v globalnim méfitku. Pfedni svétovy politolog
poukazuje na konflikt mezi demokracii a autoritafstvim a jeho nepopiratelny dopad na zahraniéni politiku statl. Podle
profesora Krasteva bude nyni mezinarodni politiku jednotlivych zemi ovliviiovat pfedevsim kulturni valka mezi staty
i uvnitf nich samych. Sou€asna orientace v mezinarodni politice tak podle néj vyZaduje pfeformulovani komplexniho
spojeni mezi domaci a zahrani¢ni politikou.

Bulharsky politolog a politicky poradce Ivan Krastev je pfedsedou instituce Centre for Liberal Strategies se sidlem v
bulharské Sofii. Je stalym spolupracovnikem Institute for Human Sciences ve Vidni, zakladajicim ¢lenem European
Council on Foreign Affairs, ¢lenem spravni rady The International Crisis Group a ¢lenem pfedstavenstva GLOBSEC,
expertni skupiny zaméfené na zvySovani bezpe€nosti, prosperity a udrzitelnosti na celém svété se sidlem v Bratislavé.
V letech 2015 az 2021 pravidelné pfispival do New York Times a v sou€asnosti je redaktorem Financial Times.

Mezi jeho nejzasadnéjsi knihy patfi napfiklad /s it tomorrow yet? How the pandemic changes Europe, The Light that
Failed: A Reckoning nebo After Europe. Ivan Krastev je vitézem Jean Améry Prize for European Essay Writing za rok
2020.

Vystoupeni lvana Krasteva je souclasti celého cyklu pfednasek Kapuscinki Development Lectures, ktery
spoluorganizuji Evropska komise, Rozvojovy program OSN, partnerské univerzity a rozvojové think-tanky. Pfednasky
nabizi studentkam a studentim z ¢lenskych statll Evropské unie bezprecedentni pfileZitost dozvédét se nové zajimavé
informace a diskutovat s pfednimi svétovymi mysliteli o rozvojovych otazkéach, jako jsou napfiklad zména klimatu, lidska
prava, ucinnost pomoci, vztahy mezi Evropou a Afrikou a dalsi. Pfednasky tak pfispivaji k diskuzi a formulaci evropské
rozvojové politiky. Od roku 2009 se uskutecnilo jiz vice nez 140 pfednasek s vice jak 50 000 ucastniky. Projekt je
financovan Evropskou komisi.

V sou¢asnosti ma 17 fakult (14 v
Praze, 2 v Hradci Kralové a 1 v Plzni), 3 vysokoSkolské Ustavy, 6 dalSich pracovist pro vzdélavaci, védeckou, vyzkumnou,
vyvojovou, dalsi tvirci ¢innost a pracovisté pro poskytovani informacnich sluzeb, 5 celouniverzitnich Gcelovych zafizeni
a rektorat jako vykonné pracoviété fizeni UK. Univerzita je nejvykonn&jsi védeckou instituci v CR, jak ukazuje napt.
hodnoceni védeckych vystupt Radou pro vyzkum, vyvoj a inovace. Univerzita ma pfes 8 600 zaméstnanct, z toho
témeér 4 000 akademickych a védeckych pracovniki.

POLITICAL SCIENTIST IVAN KRASTEVAT CHARLES UNIVERSITY ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF A WORLD
DESTROYED BY WAR

Prague — On Tuesday, March 7, 2023, Charles Univerzity hosted lecture by the world-renowned political
scientist,Professor Ivan Krastev International Order as a Hall of Broken Mirrors: Development Prospect in a World
shattered by war . The event was organized by Charles University in cooperation with the European Commission and
the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) under the auspices of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech
Republic.

Ivan Krastev dedicated his lecture in Prague to the topic of fragmentation and polarization of society in many parts of
the world, which subsequently spill over from the national level into international politics and have a strong influence.
The ideological politics characteristic of the Cold War have given way to identity politics on a global scale. The world's
leading political scientist points out the conflict between democracy and authoritarianism and its undeniable impact on
the foreign policy of states. According to Professor Krastev, the international policy of individual countries will now be
primarily influenced by the culture war between states and within them. According to him, the current orientation in
international politics requires a reformulation of the complex connection between domestic and foreign policy.
Bulgarian political scientist and political consultant lvan Krastev is the chairman of the Centre for Liberal Strategies
based in Sofia, Bulgaria. He is a permanent fellow at the Institute for Human Sciencesin Vienna, a founding member
of the European Council on Foreign Affairs, a member of the Board of Directors of The International Crisis Group
and a memberof the Board of Directors of GLOBSEC, an expert group focused on increasing security, prosperity and
sustainability worldwide, based in Bratislava. He was a regular contributor to the New York Times between 2015 and
2021 and is currently an editor at the Financial Times.

Among his most important books are, for example, Is it Tomorrow, Yet? How the Pandemic Changes Europe, The Light
that Failed: A Reckoning or After Europe. lvan Krastev is the winner of the 2020 Jean Améry Prize for European Essay
Writing.

Ivan Krastev's performance is part of the entire cycle of Kapuscinki Development Lectures, which is co-organized by
the European Commission, the United Nations Development Programme, partner universities and development think
tanks. The lectures offer students from the member states of the European Union an unprecedented opportunity to learn
new interesting information and discuss with the world's leading thinkers about development issues such as climate
change, human rights, aid effectiveness, relations between Europe and Africa and others. The lectures thus contribute
to the discussion and formulation of European development policy. Since 2009, more than 140 lectures have been held
with more than 50,000 participants. The project is financed by the European Commission.

Charles University

Charles University was founded in 1348, and is one of the oldest universities in the world. There arecurrently 17 faculties
at the University (14 in Prague, 2 in Hradec Kralové and 1 in Plzen), plus 3 institutes, 6 other centres of teaching,
research, development and othercreative activities, a centre providing information services, 5 facilities serving the whole
University, and the Rectorate, the executive management body for the whole University. The University has the highest
and the best research output in the Czech Republic, as shown, for example, by the evaluation of its research output by
the Research, Development and Innovation Council. The University has over 8,600 employees, of which almost 4,000
are academic and research workers. The student population of Charles University numbers almost 51,000, roughly
one-sixth of all students in the Czech Republic, who study in more than 870 accredited degree programmes. 19,000
students studyin bachelor's degree programmes, nearly 25,000 in master's degree programmes,and 6,700 in doctoral
programmes. More than 10,800 of the University's students are foreign nationals. Approximately 8,000 students graduate
from the University every year. Graduates of Charles University are traditionally one ofthe groups of the Czech populace
with the lowest unemployment rate. More than 16,000 participants attend a variety of lifelong learning courses every
year. The University is dedicated to international cooperation with prestigious educational and research institutions. CU
has more than four hundred bilateral agreements and 208 international partnership agreements with universities abroad.
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
