Univerzita Karlova hosti mezinarodni

17. 5. 2024, Praha — Univerzita Karlova (UK) poféda pod zé&stitou jeji rektorky prof. Mileny Kralickové konferenci "Building
Excellence in International Joint Study Programmes*. Setkani éeskych i zahrani¢nich odbornic a odbornikt je zamérené
na mezinarodni spolecné studijni programy, problematiku jejich realizace, financni podpory nebo propagace.
Popularita spoleénych mezinarodnich studijnich program, které probihaji ve spolupraci dvou a vice $kol z riznych statu,
stale roste. Pro vysoké Skoly jsou tyto moznosti studia jednou z cest, jak naplfiuji své zavazky v oblasti internacionalizace,
posiluji sva vzajemna strategicka partnerstvi a zvySuji svou mezinarodni prestiz. Prostfednictvim spole¢nych programu
univerzity také podporuji mezinarodni mobilitu, a to nejen svych studujicich, ale také akademického personalu a
realiza¢niho managementu $kol. Univerzita Karlova ma navazano 19 takovych spoleénych studijnich programi se
zahrani¢nimi univerzitami.

Studijni programy, na nichz se spole¢né podili nékolik vysokych $kol z rliznych zemi — tzv. joint degree, double degree ¢&i
multiple degree —, se od klasickych "tuzemskych" programu liSi v nékolika ohledech. Z povahy véci nepobyvaiji studujici
pouze na ,domovské“ vysoké Skole, ale béhem studia navstivi minimalné jednu partnerskou univerzitu. Partnerskych
vysokych $kol miZe byt dokonce vice neZ dvé&. Skoly se proto sdruZuji do tzv. konsorcii vzd&lavacich instituci, které
programy spoleéné zastituji (zajistuji). Hlavni postaveni ma v pfipadé nékolika¢lenného konsorcia tzv. koordinator, tedy
vysoka Skola povérena fizenim celého spole¢né realizovaného programu.

Samotny prabéh téchto program( se rdzni. V nékterych je pfedem stanoveno, na které vysoké Skole studujici zacina
studovat a kam poté pokrauje, v jinych programech si mohou z partnerskych Skol vybrat ty, kde bude studovat, v
zavislosti na zvolené specializaci. O podminkach i organizaci studia, ale tfeba i o podobé diplomu tohoto typu studia mezi
sebou univerzity uzaviraji smlouvy. Diplom byva zpravidla spoleény, nebo vysoké Skoly udileji své standardni diplomy
s uvedenim skutec€nosti, Ze je udileji pravé v ramci spole¢né realizovaného studijniho programu.

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Charles University to host international conference on joint study
programmes

17 May 2024, Prague - Under the auspices of its Rector, Prof. Milena Kralickova, Charles University is organising a
conference entitled "Building Excellence in International Joint Study Programmes". The meeting of Czech and foreign
experts will focus on international joint study programmes, their implementation, financial support or promotion.

International joint study programmes, which are organised in cooperation between two or more schools from different
countries, are becoming increasingly popular. For universities, these study opportunities are one of the ways in which
they can fulfil their commitment to internationalisation, strengthen their strategic partnerships with each other and
enhance their international reputation. Through joint programmes, universities also promote international mobility, not
only of their students, but also of academic staff and school management. Charles University has established 19 such
joint study programmes with foreign universities.

Study programmes in which several universities from different countries are involved - so-called joint degrees, double
degrees or multiple degrees - differ in several respects from traditional "domestic" programmes. By their very nature,

students do not stay at their "home" university alone, but visit at least one partner university during their studies.
There may even be more than two partner institutions. Schools are therefore grouped together in so-called consortia
of educational institutions, which jointly sponsor (deliver) the programmes. In the case of a multi-member consortium,
the main position is held by the so-called coordinator, i.e. the university which is responsible for the management of the
entire jointly implemented programme.

The actual structure of these programmes varies. In some programmes, the university where the student starts and
finishes his/her studies is predetermined, while in other programmes the partner universities can choose the universities
where the student will study, depending on the chosen specialisation. The universities conclude agreements with each
other on the conditions and organisation of the studies and even on the form of the diploma for this type of study. The
diplomas are usually joint, or the universities award their standard diplomas, stating that they are awarded as part of
a joint programme of study.

The conference Building Excellence in International Joint Study Programmes provides a forum for higher education
professionals to share practical experiences in implementing joint study programmes. It will provide an opportunity for
experts from public and private universities to learn about funding opportunities and to network with colleagues from
home and abroad.
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
