Praha, 17. 6. 2024 — Univerzita Karlova (UK) informuje, Ze v patek 14. 6. 2024 obdrzela usneseni Policie CR o odloZeni
trestni véci ve vySetfovani tragickych udalosti na Filozofické fakulté UK. Dle dostupnych informaci stejné usneseni
obdrzeli nebo obdrzi vSichni poSkozeni.

Univerzita Karlova potvrzuje, Ze poda proti usneseni stiznost s navrhem na Uplné doSetfeni vSech souvislosti utoku i
jemu predchazejicich udalosti. Tuto stiznost Ize ze zéakona podat do 3 kalendéafnich dnd od doruceni, proto ji Univerzita
Karlova poda dnes. Podrobné zdivodnéni zadosti pravni zastupci Univerzity Karlovy doplni na zakladé nahlédnuti do
spisu, ktery byl organy ¢innymi v trestnim fizeni zpfistupnén poSkozenym k nahlizeni teprve v patek 14. 6. tohoto mésice.
Proto se bude v této fazi stiznost podavat ve zestru¢nélé podobé.

,V tomto smyslu jsme informovali zasazené, s nimiz jsme v pravidelném kontaktu,“ potvrzuje Lenka Henebergova, ¢lenka
kolegia rektorky a prodékanka Fakulty té€lesné vychovy a sportu UK, ktera se zasazenymi prubézné komunikuje jiz od
prvnich dni po tragickych prosincovych udalostech.

Univerzita Karlova v této souvislosti opétovné prosi média o ohleduplnost, eticky pfistup a medialni zdrzenlivost v
celé kauze. ZvySeny medialni zajem, zejména v citlivém obdobi bliziciho se Sestimésicniho vyrog€i tragickych udalosti,
oZivuje a zesiluje bolest a utrpeni, které proZivaji pozistali a zran&ni. Zvlasté konkrétni detaily z usneseni Policie CR
predstavuji mimofadné bolestivé informace, a Univerzita Karlova proto Zada o maximalni stfizlivost ze strany médii v
jejich zvefejfiovani s ohledem na potifeby zasazenych a ochranu jejich soukromi.

»Apelujeme na lidskou empatii k hluboké tragédii, kterou pozustali a zranéni stale prozivaji,” fika dékanka Filozofické
fakulty Univerzity Karlovy, Eva Lehec¢kova. ,Dékuji také vSem tém zastupclim a zastupkynim médii, ktefi pfistupuji ke
své praci citlivym a korektnim zpasobem a berou ohledy na potfeby a pfani zasazenych,” dodava rektorka Univerzity
Karlovy, Milena Kralickova.

Jednim z hlavnich ddvodt pro
podani stiznosti je fakt, Ze se UK prostfednictvim svého pravniho zastupce nemohla podrobnéji seznamit se spisem,
ackoli se jedna o skutecnosti, které se ji jako poSkozené bezprostredné tykaji.

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Charles University on its further approach to the investigation of the
tragic events at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University

Prague, 17 June 2024 - Charles University (CU) informs that on Friday 14 June 2024 it received a decision of the Police
of the Czech Republic on the postponement of the criminal proceedings in the investigation of the tragic events at the
Faculty of Arts of Charles University. According to available information, all victims have received or will receive the
same decision.

Charles University confirms that it will file a complaint against the resolution with a proposal for a full investigation into
the full context of the attack and the events that preceded it. This appeal can legally be filed within 3 calendar days from
the date of notification, so Charles University will file it today. The detailed justification of the request will be completed
by the legal representatives of Charles University on the basis of a review of the file, which was only made available
to the victims for inspection by the law enforcement authorities on Friday 14 June this month. Therefore, at this stage,
the complaint will be submitted in an abbreviated form.

"We have informed those affected to this effect, with whom we are in regular contact," confirms Lenka Henebergova,
a member of the Rector's College and Vice-Dean of the Faculty of Physical Education and Sport of Charles University,
who has been in continuous communication with those affected since the first days after the tragic events of December.

In this context, Charles University once again asks the media for consideration, ethical approach and media restraint in
the whole case. The increased media interest, especially in the sensitive period approaching the six-month anniversary
of the tragic events, is reviving and intensifying the pain and suffering experienced by the survivors and the injured. In
particular, the specific details of the Police resolution constitute extremely painful information, and Charles University
therefore asks for the utmost sobriety on the part of the media in publishing it, bearing in mind the needs of those affected
and the protection of their privacy.

"We appeal for human empathy for the deep tragedy that the survivors and the injured are still experiencing," says the
Dean of the Faculty of Arts of Charles University, Eva Leheckova.

"I also thank all those representatives of the media who approach their work in a sensitive and fair manner and take into
account the needs and wishes of those affected," adds the Rector of Charles University, Milena Kralickova.

Charles University will continue to inform about its further progress and steps in this matter.

All members of the Charles University community - students, faculty, staff - can still benefit from the crisis and
psychological support offered by Charles University. Charles University also continues to provide financial, psychological
and crisis support to bereaved families and the injured, in collaboration with experts from collaborating organisations.
Additions to the UK and UK Faculty of Arts leadership

(Updated at 5.30pm on 17 June 2024)

In light of the media reaction to our press release, we are supplementing the above statement.

Charles University has been requesting access to the investigation file for several weeks, but this was only granted on
Friday 14 June 2024. One of the main reasons for lodging the complaint is that the UK, through its legal representative,
has not been able to examine the file in detail, even though it concerns facts which are of immediate concern to it as a
victim. In particular, the complaint is made on grounds of precautionary principle and includes a request for a number of
specific dates for full inspection of the file. Further submissions by the UK can therefore, for obvious reasons, only be
relevant once the facts contained in the file have been studied and assessed.

We hereby ask the public for understanding of the procedure chosen by Charles University, for which the priority with
regard to the academic community is the proper study of the materials revealing such a sensitive and unprecedented
event.
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
