Praha, 28. 6. 2024 — Univerzita Karlova letos jako jediny Zadatel z Ceské republiky ziskala pro svtj projekt Charleston v
ramci stéZejniho programu EU pro doktorské a postdoktorské vzdélavani 60 miliont korun na podporu miadych védkyri
a védcd. Ti se ve svych vyzkumech soustfedi na oblast udrZitelnosti.

Po dobu péti let bude Univerzita Karlova diky projektu Charleston podporovat dvacet postdoktorandskych vyzkumnych
stazi v délce 30 mésicl. Jsou uréeny pro mladé védce, ktefi maji dlouhodobou zahraniéni zkuSenost ve vyzkumu.
“Postdoktorandska &ast kariéry a jejiho dal$iho rozvoje jsou v Ceské republice stale spise rozvijejici se oblasti. Ziskani
tohoto projektu si velmi vazim a véfim, Ze pfispéje k standardizaci a dalSimu budovani prostfedi postdoktorskych stazi
a silnéjSiho zapojeni do mezinarodniho postdoktorandského trhu,” zdUrazriuje prorektor pro védeckou a tviréi ¢innost
profesor Ladislav Kristoufek dllezitost ziskani projektu.

Kromé Zivotniho prostfedi do udrzitelnosti spadaiji i oblasti jako
napf. kvalitni vzdélavani, rovné pfilezitosti, zdravi a kvalitni Zivot, inovace a dalSi.

Soucasti vyzkumnych pobytl budou i povinné stdze postdoktorand(i v soukromych firmach nebo statnich institucich.
Univerzita tak cili i na pfenos znalosti mimo akademickou padu. Kromé& samotnych vyzkumnych stazi pfinese projekt
Charleston mladym védeckym pracovniklm na UK zbrusu nové moznosti pro kariérni rozvoj — nové budou moci vyuzit
rozsahlou nabidku vzdélavani nebo mentoringovy program.

Prvni vyzva pro podavani zadosti o financovani tohoto postdoktorandského pobytu na UK bude vypsana poCatkem
roku 2025. Celkovy rozpocCet projektu Charleston je 120 mil. K&, z ¢ehoz polovinu tvofi pfispévek Evropské komise,
ktera vyhlasila vysledky vyzvy Marie Sktodowska-Curie Actions (MSCA) na spolufinancovani regionalnich, narodnich
a mezinarodnich programt (COFUND ) v ramci klicového programu EU pro financovani vyzkumu a inovaci Horizont
Evropa.

Kdo je postdoktorand na Univerzité Karlové?

Postdoktorandi jsou akademicti nebo védedti pracovnici a pracovnice, ktefi maji s univerzitou pracovni pomér na dobu
urcitou (zpravidla 1-3 roky), a ktefi dosahli akademického titulu Ph.D. nebo jeho ekvivalentu (dale jen ,Ph.D.*) pfed
maximalné osmi lety.

Charles University will attract new postdocs thanks to the EU

Prague, 1 July 2024 - This year, Charles University was the only applicant from the Czech Republic to be awarded CZK
60 million for its Charleston project under the EU's flagship programme for doctoral and postdoctoral training to support
young scientists. Their research focuses on sustainability.

Over a period of five years, the Charleston project will support 20 postdoctoral research fellowships of 30 months each.
They are aimed at young researchers with long-term research experience abroad.

development of the postdoctoral internship environment and to a stronger involvement in the international postdoctoral
market," emphasises the Vice-Rector for Scientific and Creative Activities, Professor Ladislav KriStoufek.

Charles University's ambition and long-term priority is to contribute to the Sustainable Development Goals. Therefore,
the UK will require the young researchers in the Charleston project to focus on the sustainability of their research projects
and contribute to their results. In addition to the environment, sustainability includes areas such as quality education,
equal opportunities, health and quality of life, innovation and others.

The research grants will also include mandatory internships for post-doctoral researchers in private companies or
government institutions. The university also aims to transfer knowledge outside of academia. In addition to the research
fellowships themselves, the Charleston project will bring a whole new set of career development opportunities for young
researchers in the UK - they will now be able to take advantage of a comprehensive training and mentoring programme.

The first call for applications to fund this postdoctoral fellowship in the UK will be launched in early 2025. The total
budget of the Charleston project is €120 million. The Charleston programme is worth €120 million, half of which is a
contribution from the European Commission, which has announced the results of the Marie Sktodowska-Curie Actions
(MSCA) call for proposals.

Who is a postdoctoral researcher at Charles University?
Postdoctoral fellows are academic or research staff who have a fixed-term (usually 1-3 years) employment relationship

with the University and who have obtained the academic degree of a Ph.D. or its equivalent (hereinafter "Ph.D.") no
more than eight years ago.
