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Charles University turns a unique night into a celebration of science

Prague, 23 September 2024 - The theme of this year's Night of Scientists is Transformation - let's turn one night a year
into a unique celebration of science!On Friday 27 September, Charles University (Charles University) has prepared a
rich programme for visitors at five locations, three in Prague and two in Hradec Kralové. In addition, the UK will support
a group of children and their teachers from further afield so that they too can experience the Night of Scientists for
themselves.

This year, the main programme of the night of fun research at Charles University will move from Prague's Albertov
Square to the Jan Palach Square to the building of the Faculty of Arts of Charles University - where else but the place
where the theme of Transformations is linked in the curriculum with the work of Franz Kafka, whose centenary of death is
commemorated this year. The evening programme here from 17:00 offers dozens of lectures in the humanities, natural
sciences and medicine, mummification demonstrations, a phonetics laboratory, physical experiments and the study of
microscopic inhabitants of pools, ponds and puddles.

"We see Scientists' Night at CU as the biggest popularization event of the whole year, where we always project unique
themes into our program and our locations.We are constantly pushing the scope and impact of the event and focusing on
spreading the good name of Scientists' Night to other institutions and motivating them to get involved in future editions of
the event themselves.This is how this year we managed to bring together and involve actors from the vicinity of Prague's
Palach Square - UMPRUM, the Museum of Decorative Arts and the Jewish Museum," says Miroslav Cermak, Head
of the Marketing Department at Charles University.

Various forms of transformation in science will also be demonstrated by the 2nd Medical Faculty of Charles University in
Motol. This year, it will also open one of the most modern Czech autopsy rooms, and those interested can try their hand
at surgical suturing or see a virtual autopsy table. A new feature is 3D printing of titanium joint replacements, which is the
most modern way of creating them, or a guided video demonstration of orthopaedic surgery.This year, the Didaktikon
Education Centre at the Hybernska Campus is thinking of the really young visitors. Starting at 15:00, little scientists can
pick up live bugs, scarecrows and other invertebrates, make a chemical garden or their own firefly.

The Faculty of Medicine of Charles University in Hradec Kralové will present the field of pathology and its fundamental
role in today's medicine, offering interactive demonstrations, hands-on activities and engaging stories from history. With
the help of digital dentistry, those interested can create a 3D model of their tooth, and for the adventurous, the faculty
has prepared a scientific tracking tour of the campus.The Faculty of Pharmacy of Charles University in Hradec Kralove
will reveal the development and production of pharmaceuticals. How does a powder turn into a tablet? How has the
preparation of medicines in pharmacies changed over time? The lecture Drugs are (un)safe or a night tour of the tropical
greenhouse in the Garden of Medicinal Plants will complement the lecture.

Charles University is also one of the universities that this year will support one class of children from more distant regions
and allow them to come to Prague for the Night of Scientists. For some of the children, this will be their first visit to the
capital city ever. Thanks to the Marie Sktodowska-Curie Actions Metamorphosis project, the individual universities will
organise and fund the visit of a group of children and their teachers to experience Scientists' Night together.

"Disseminating the Scientists' Night to a target group of pupils from locations far away from the centres where the event
is regularly held has a high added value for us socially.This year, 11 pupils from Karlovy Vary will visit our Prague
programme.We will introduce the format of the Night of Scientists to the children and their teachers and will continue to
work with them.Our next goal for 2025 is to organize a program at their own school, which will then be open to visitors
from the Karlovy Vary region," adds Miroslav Cermak.
