(ESDW) with a series of popular and educational activities and, together with other Czech universities, is proud to support
sustainability in a number of areas - from catering to circular economy, university sports to waste management or the
principle of re-use.

October 2024 at 10 a.m. in the Karolina Patriotic Hall.
