Praktické nacviky krizovych situaci zvysuji
pocit bezpeci na Univerzité Karlové

Praha, 10. 10. 2024 — Na Filozofické fakulté Univerzity Karlovy dnes probéhlo planové pozarni a evakuacni cviceni,
kterého se ucastnili zaméstnanci i studujici fakulty. Pravé akademické rodina FFUK aktivné iniciuje nacviky, Skoleni a
cvi€eni rGznych krizovych forem. Univerzita Karlova k nacvikiim sméruje vSech svych 17 fakult.

O cvi€éném pozarnim poplachu byli s pfedstihem informovani zaméstnanci a studujici z Filozofické fakulty, pfedem bylo
o nacviku informovano také pfislugné operaéni stfedisko hasidského zachranného sboru kraje a Policie CR.

~Zvyseni schopnosti spravné reakce v krizovych situacich je prvni z priorit uvedenych v bezpe¢nostnim planu Filozofické
fakulty. V poslednich mésicich se na fakulté konalo nékolik bezpecnostnich Skoleni pro pracovniky se zvlastnimi ukoly,
vedouci zakladnich soucasti, studujici a zaméstnance a poZarni cviceni je bezpochyby jednim z dulezZitych krokd, které
spolec¢né délame na cesté k vétsimu pocitu bezpeci a k rozvaze v krizovych okamzicich. Trénujeme, abychom nebyli
zaskoceni,“ uvedl prodékan Filozofické fakulty UK pro infrastrukturu Jakub Rakosnik.

Pozarni poplach ma za ukol provéfit take to, zda jsou v praxi funkéni pozarni a evakuacni plany a Pozarni poplachova
smérnice budovy. Ovéfuje se nejen metodicka spravnost evakuacnich postupd, ale i funkénost technickych prvka,
zejména elektronické pozarni signalizace a koncové prvky jako jsou pozarni €idla nebo slySitelnost zvukové signalizace.
Zkouskou prochazi také aktivace systému O2 KISS a doba doruceni varovnych zprav. Pro informovani o cvieni
a nasledné také o spusténi pozarniho poplachu bylo dot€¢enym osobam systémem O2 KISS (krizovy informaéni a
svolavaci systém) rozeslano vice nez 80 tisic SMS.

»Nacviky postupt v krizovych situacich patfi spolu se $kolenimi mezi jedny z?nejvyznamnéjsich opatreni, ktera
na fakultach a soucastech Univerzity Karlovy implementujeme. Prakticka cviCeni v prostfedi Skoly jsou uréena jak
zaméstnankynim a zaméstnancum, tak studujicim. A nedavné mésice ukazuji, Ze fakulty o praktické nacviky dbaji a
iniciativné se na nich podili. Cenime si v?tomto ohledu nejen prace osob z bezpecnostnich oddéleni rektoratu a fakult,
ale také spoluprace a podpory slozek integrovaného zachranného systému,” fekl povéfeny vedouci Bezpe€nostniho
odboru Univerzity Karlovy Ing. Vit Kluger.

Vlastni koordinaéni pfipravenost si ovéfuji i ti zaméstnanci, ktefi jsou za vyhlaSovani evakuace odpovédni, rozhoduji o
misté shromazdisté evakuovanych. Zjistuji také, kdo jiz je nebo jeSté neni v bezpedli evakuovany a zvazuji takeé rizika
shromazdovani evakuovanych v/na jinych mistech, nez je v pozarni smérnici stanoveno. V koordinaci s hasi¢skym
zachrannym sborem se v pribéhu akce kontroluji i pfistupové cesty.

Béhem celého cvi€eni byli k dispozici také odborni krizovi interventi, ktefi poskytovali podporu komukoliv, pro koho bylo
cvi€eni psychicky naro&né. Zaroven bylo k dispozici dalSi zazemi v prostorach UK pro vSechny studujici, zaméstnance
a zaméstnankyné, ktefi se cviceni nechtéli z jakéhokoliv divodu GEastnit.

Univerzita na pozarni poplach upozornila také instituce v bezprostfednim okoli namésti Jana Palacha jako napfiklad
Zidovské muzeum, UMPRUM ¢&i Rudolfinum.

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Practical emergency drills increase sense of security at Charles
University
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Prague, October 10, 2024 - A planned fire and evacuation drill took place today at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University,
attended by staff and students of the Faculty.lt is the academic family of the Faculty of Philosophy and Sociology that
actively initiates drills, trainings and exercises of various crisis forms.Charles University directs all of its 17 faculties to
drills.

Employees and students from the Faculty of Arts were informed in advance about the mock fire alarm, the relevant
operational centre of the regional fire rescue service and the Police of the Czech Republic were also informed in advance
about the drill.

"Increasing the ability to react properly in crisis situations is the first priority listed in the safety plan of the Faculty of
Arts.In recent months, the Faculty has held several safety training sessions for staff with special tasks, heads of basic
units, students and employees, and the fire drill is undoubtedly one of the important steps we are taking together towards
a greater sense of security and to be more prudent in moments of crisis.We train so that we are not caught by surprise,"
said Jakub Rakosnik, Vice Dean for Infrastructure at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University.

The fire alarm is also designed to check whether fire and evacuation plans and the building's Fire Alarm Directive are
working in practice. Not only the methodical correctness of evacuation procedures is checked, but also the functionality
of technical elements, especially electronic fire alarms and terminal elements such as fire sensors or audibility of audible
alarms. The activation of the O2 KISS system and the delivery time of warning messages are also tested. More than
80,000 SMS were sent to the persons concerned by the O2 KISS (Crisis Information and Call System) system to inform
them of the exercise and subsequently of the fire alarm activation.

"Practicing procedures in crisis situations is one of the most important measures we implement at the faculties and units
of Charles University, along with training.Practical exercises in the school environment are intended for both employees
and students.And the recent months show that the faculties care about the practical exercises and take the initiative
to participate in them.We appreciate in this respect not only the work of persons from the security departments of the
Rector's Office and faculties, but also the cooperation and support of the integrated rescue system," said the Head of
the Security Department of Charles University Ing.Vit Kluger.

The actual coordination readiness is also checked by those employees who are responsible for announcing the
evacuation, deciding on the assembly point for the evacuees. They also find out who is already or not yet safely
evacuated and consider the risks of evacuees gathering in/at places other than those specified in the fire directive. In
coordination with the Fire and Rescue Service, access routes are also checked during the event.

Specialist crisis interventionists were also available throughout the exercise to provide support to anyone who found the
exercise mentally challenging. At the same time, additional facilities were available on the UK premises for any students,
staff and staff who did not wish to take part in the exercise for whatever reason.

The University also alerted institutions in the immediate vicinity of Jan Palach Square, such as the Jewish Museum,
UMPRUM and Rudolfinum, to the fire alarm.

"We are glad that we were informed about the drill in advance and we welcome the fact that people from the faculty
and the university are training. Today we know better than before how important prevention is and that every rehearsal
can facilitate the work of many people in a sharp situation and save many lives," said David Marecek, Director General
of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra.
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
