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Close relationships on campus. CU and MUNI organize a
workshop for ombudspersons

Prague, 7 November 2024 - Charles University in cooperation with Masaryk University is organising the first workshop
on Close Relationships in Academia.Dozens of representatives from universities across the Czech Republic are
participating in the event for ombudspeople, hosted by the Hybernska Campus.

The cooperation between Charles University and Masaryk University in the field of ethical issues builds on the similarity
of the environment of our two largest universities, which is an almost boundless source of mutual inspiration. And it is
precisely the relationships on campus - familial, friendly or consensual between teachers and students - that are among
the more complex topics that resonate across academic society.

"The topic of close relationships in academia is a sensitive one and has not yet been sufficiently addressed in the
Czech educational environment.Ombudsmen often encounter cases where conflicts of interest based on personal
relationships create difficult situations for individuals, teams and the entire institution," recalled Katefina Samalova, the
ombudsperson at Charles University.
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The workshop aims to open a discussion at universities about the challenges associated with these relationships.
Participants will share experiences from foreign and Czech practice, as well as learn about available prevention tools. In
addition to theoretical lectures, the event programme includes a practical part with case studies and a guided discussion
with representatives of the participating universities.

"The November workshop will be followed in early 2025 by the publication of the so-called 'grand opinion' of the
ombudswomen from both universities. This is expected to serve as a guideline for dealing with conflicts of interest due to
close relationships in the future.The issued joint opinion will also serve as a basis for negotiations with the universities'
management on strengthening protection against potential conflicts, " the ombudswoman of Charles University further
revealed.
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
