Academic freedoms discussed at Charles University

Prague, 3 November 2024 - On Friday, 1 November, a panel discussion on academic freedoms took place at Charles
University, which, among other things, raised the question of the role of institutions and individual responsibility in a
polarised world.

As it was repeatedly said during the discussion, serious topics on which there is no consensus in society are increasingly
multiplying, which feeds the fear of open and respectful dialogue. This is one of the main reasons why this discussion
was organised. Academia should always be a space where it is possible to express oneself without fear and at the same
time with respect for the expression of others.

Many difficult questions were raised during the discussion, such as whether Charles University should always express
itself on society-wide problems and crises, whether it is always necessary to take a clear position unconditionally, or
how the university could help scientists at risk. Throughout the discussion, the main idea was that the foundation of
academia is to maintain pluralism and openness.
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
