Univerzita Karlova poradala mezinarodni
konferenci: Institucionalni odolnost jako
nastroj k zajisténi akademickych svobod

Praha, 15. 11. 2024 — V globalizovaném svété je otazka protivlivové bezpeclnosti zasadni pro zachovani integrity
vSech akademickych instituci. Mezinarodni konference, kterou zorganizovala Univerzita Karlova, seznamila s aktualnimi
poznatky v oblasti odolnosti vuci negativnim vliviim, zasadné ovlivriujicim akademické prostredi.

\% rémgi celodenniho programu vystoupili pfedni odbornvl’ci z fad Univerzity Karlovy, Akademie véd CR, Ministerstva
vnitra CR, Ministerstva Skolstvi, mladeze a télovychovy CR, spolu se zahrani¢nimi experty a specialisty na zemé jako
je Rusko, Cina a Bélorusko. Konference nabidla jedine¢ny pohled na téma, jemuz se Evropa i svét intenzivné vénuiji.

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Charles University hosted an international conference
on Institutional Resilience as a Tool to Ensure Academic
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Prague, November 15, 2024 - In a globalised world, the issue of anti-influence security is crucial for maintaining the
integrity of all academic institutions. An international conference organized by Charles University presented the latest
findings in the field of resilience to negative influences that fundamentally affect the academic environment.

The day-long programme featured presentations by leading experts from Charles University, the Czech Academy
of Sciences, the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic, the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports of the
Czech Republic, together with foreign experts and specialists from countries such as Russia, China and Belarus. The
conference offered a unique perspective on a topic that is intensively addressed by Europe and the world.

"The event provided a space for sharing best practices and strengthening cooperation between academic institutions
to ensure the long-term security of the research they are engaged in. It is our duty to protect the values of academic
freedom and independence. That is why we have a duty to actively work on increasing the resilience of our institutions
against illegitimate influence, " said Vit Kluger, Head of the Security Department of Charles University.

In the Patriotic Hall of Karolinska, Glenn Tiffert (Hoover Institution), Senator Pavel Fisher (Committee on Foreign Affairs),
among others, spoke about national or international perspectives and challenges, Defence and Security of the Senate
of the Parliament of the Czech Republic), Otakar Fojt (UK Embassy), Michal Romancov (FSV UK), Didy Kirsten Tatlow
(DGAP), Kryscina Shyanok (Belarusian translator) and also David Honys (CAS) and Martin Hala (Sinopsis). Valérie
Hurska, the UK's Counter-Influence Security Manager, discussed institutional resilience, a key topic for the UK, with
colleagues from the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic and Palacky University in Olomouc.

"The security situation in Europe is deteriorating. Two percent of GDP for the defence budget is a commitment made
in times of peace. Experience from Ukraine shows that cooperation between the military and the civilian sector decides
lives. Universities and research institutes are under fire. The sooner we acknowledge that we too may be at risk, the
better for us. It is therefore time to prepare scenarios so that, as Ukraine has done, we can hide or move to the safety
of public services if necessary. Universities will not be spared from this effort, " said Mr Fischer.

"The security of international scientific research cooperation is an important topic. The UK has long worked closely with
the Czech Republic to share examples of good practice in the security of international scientific cooperation. We value
mutual trust, " said Otakar Fojt.

"l am pleased that Charles University is organising the conference, thanks to which the Czech Republic is showing the
way forward for the whole of Europe and beyond. If nations want to continue to exercise their sovereignty, they must
not share their superior technologies with China. It is never too late to stop giving away our knowledge carelessly, "
commented Didy Kirsten Tatlow.

"Open minds, closed borders” is a metaphor that perfectly captures the contradiction between the aspirations of
Belarusian society and the reality created by the authoritarian regime of Alexander Lukashenko. While the majority of
Belarusians and Belarusians aspire to an open society and freedom of expression, the regime not only suppresses
any signs of dissent, but also, by supporting Russian aggression in Ukraine, has caused the international isolation of
Belarus. All of this brings with it, for the pro-democracy majority, restrictions on contacts with the outside world, " said
Kryscina Shyanok.

"The resilience of scientific institutions to influences emanating from risky states is a key priority for the Academy of
Sciences. We have been consistently addressing research security for several years now and have been paying close
attention to it. At the Academy of Sciences, we certainly do not want to close ourselves off to the world, just as we cherish
academic freedom and freedom of research as one of our core values. Cooperation with institutions that address similar
issues is extremely important, " said David Honys.

"I am honored to lead institutional resilience on behalf of Charles University and to contribute to spreading awareness
about the safety of the academic environment. Our goal is to support the internationalisation of research and collaboration
as much as possible. That is why strengthening resilience against illegitimate influences is crucial - it is a way to ensure
that our scientific and academic values can continue to flourish in today's challenging times, "Valérie Hlrska commented.
