Orange the World campaign at Charles University

Prague, 25 November 2024 - Orange the World: 16 Days of Activism against Gender-Based Violence is a global initiative
of the United Nations that starts every year on 25 November - the International Day for the Elimination of Violence
against Women. Charles University is committed to zero tolerance of gender-based violence and is therefore joining the
campaign again this year. The issue also resonates strongly among students, and so this year UK Point has teamed up
with the university's Student Majales association, whose membership took on the organisation of the opening event.

The launch of the campaign at UK will take place on Monday 25 November 2024 at 6pm in the premises of Decision
E.-1 of the Hybernska Campus. It will open with a panel discussion on the topic "Where are we now?", which will focus
on the different forms of gender-based violence, their causes, prevention and what to do if we encounter gender-based
violence - and not only as direct victims. Because it is everyone's responsibility to create a safe world.

Invitation to the discussion was accepted by Irena Smetackova, Chair of the Equal Opportunities Council of the
Charles University, Zuzana Rathouska, member of the non-profit organization Konsent, Radan Safafik, Director of
the Department of Gender Equality of the Office of the Government of the Czech Republic and Pavla Spondrova,
Ombudsman of the Faculty of Arts of the Charles University. The debate will be moderated by Eva Oliva from the
National Contact Centre - Gender and Science. After the panel discussion, the 16-day Orange the world campaign will
be symbolically launched and the informal discussion will continue.

During the campaign, Charles University will organise a meeting of the Equal Opportunities Council with the leadership
of the Pride Business Forum and at the very end of the campaign it will be the first Czech university to sign the Charter
against Domestic Violence. As part of the campaign, the students are also planning a screening of the film Bride
Kidnapping with the Film Club of the Faculty of Humanities of Charles University.

Orange the world will be accompanied by orange stops at various locations across the university throughout the 16
days to spread awareness of the campaign and the issue it addresses. To make the question Why am | orange? will
not go unanswered.
