Praha 25. 11. 2024 — Zastupci Univerzity Karlovy, Akademie véd Ceské republiky a Univerzity Palackého v Olomouci
podepsali v pondéli 25. listopadu memorandum o spolupraci za ucelem navazani aktivni spoluprace v oblasti
institucionalni odolnosti vzdélavacich a vyzkumnych instituci.

Zminéné memorandum bylo uzavieno v reakci na aktualni bezpecénostni situaci ve svété. VSechny tfi instituce shodné
vnimaji potfebu zavést a realizovat systém opatfeni na posileni bezpecnosti vyzkumu proti nelegitimnimu ovliviiovani
a na ochranu dobrého jména akademickych pracovist. Uzavieni Memoranda vytvofi prostor pro budovani komunity
odbornikl k Fe$eni otazek bezpeénosti vzdélavaci a vyzkumné ¢innosti a pro Uzkou spolupraci a koordinaci pfi zavadéni
opatfeni na posileni bezpe€nosti vyzkumu na pracovistich smluvnich stran. Memorandum zaroveri poskytne platformu
pro sdileni zkuSenosti a vyménu informaci na narodni Urovni i pro vedeni bilateralnich konzultaci k tématu s vyzkumnymi
pracovisti napfi¢ EU, resp. jinde ve svété.

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~Spoluprace instituci pfi posilovani bezpeénosti vyzkumu hraje kliGovou roli pro uspés$né zavedeni efektivniho systému
ochrany. Sdileni zkuSenosti, odbornik(i a specializovanych zdroji umozni nejen rychlejsi pokrok v této oblasti, ale
zaroveri povede k usporam personalnich i finan¢nich prostfedkt. V nadchazejicim obdobi bude zasadnim ukolem
vytvoreni a poté prubézna aktualizace bezpecnostnich strategii a koncepci, které zajisti jednotnou Urover ochrany
vyzkumu pro stejné &innosti napfi¢ akademickymi pracovisti,“ uvedla predsedkyné Akademie véd CR Eva Zazimalova.

Podpisem se jednotlivé instituce zavazaly spolupracovat na tvorbé& metodik pro zavedeni opatfeni zaméfenych na
posileni bezpe€né mezinarodni vyzkumné a akademickeé spoluprace, spravu dusevniho vlastnictvi a fizeni rizik, zejména
v oblastech vyzkumu s vyznamnym transformaénim potencialem znalosti a technologii. Dale se hodlaji podilet na
komunikagnich, vzdélavacich a osvétovych aktivitach spojenych s touto agendou a sdilet vystupy takovych aktivit.
Konkrétni opatfeni na posileni bezpeénosti vyzkumu, které vzejdou ze vzajemné spoluprace, se budou vztahovat
zejména k oblastem ochrany proti nelegitimnim zasahim do ¢innosti vysoko$kolskych a vyzkumnych instituci, zavedeni
dasledného systému ochrany dusevniho vlastnictvi, zajisténi informaéni bezpec€nosti a dodrZzovani obecné zavaznych
predpisll a pravidel.

Charles University, the Czech Academy of Sciences
and Palacky University in Olomouc will strengthen their
institutional resilience by signing a memorandum

Prague, 25 November 2024 - Representatives of Charles University, the Czech Academy of Sciences and Palacky
University in Olomouc signed a memorandum of cooperation on Monday, 25 November, to establish active cooperation
in the field of institutional resilience of educational and research institutions.

The memorandum was signed in response to the current security situation in the world. All three institutions share the
need to establish and implement a system of measures to strengthen research security against illegitimate influence and
to protect the reputation of academic institutions. The conclusion of the Memorandum will create a space for building a
community of experts to address the issues of security of educational and research activities and for close cooperation
and coordination in the implementation of measures to strengthen research security at the institutions of the Parties. The
Memorandum will also provide a platform for sharing experiences and exchanging information at national level as well
as for conducting bilateral consultations on the topic with research institutes across the EU or elsewhere in the world.

"The times we live in require anticipating all possible risks. At Charles University, we are fully aware of the consequences
of underestimating these threats if we do not develop clear measures to strengthen research security against illegitimate
influence. By joining with other institutions, we can create the foundations for strong cooperation and share knowledge
that will help us be more resilient to unwanted influences,"” said Milena Krali€kova, Rector of Charles University, on
signing the memorandum.

"The cooperation of institutions in strengthening research security plays a key role in the successful implementation
of an effective protection system. Sharing experience, experts and specialised resources will not only enable faster
progress in this area, but will also lead to savings in personnel and financial resources. In the coming period, a major
challenge will be to establish and then continuously update security strategies and concepts that will ensure a uniform
level of research protection for the same activities across academic institutions, " said Eva Zazimalova, President of
the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Repubilic.

"Threats need to be addressed jointly and in a unified manner. | am therefore pleased that we are among the three major
institutions in our country that are not only fully aware of the risks of illegitimate influence, but above all want to actively
cooperate and strengthen the security and resilience of the entire segment of educational and scientific institutions.
For us, security and credibility of research are not just concepts, but on the contrary, they are fundamental values that
we must be prepared to defend with the same self-evidence with which we strive to protect and develop the ideals of
humanity, democracy and freedom, " said Martin Prochazka, Rector of Palacky University in Olomouc.

By signing the agreement, the institutions have committed to work together to develop methodologies for the
implementation of measures aimed at strengthening safe international research and academic cooperation, intellectual
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property management and risk management, especially in areas of research with significant transformational potential for
knowledge and technology. They also intend to participate in communication, education and awareness-raising activities
related to this agenda and to share the outcomes of such activities. Specific measures to strengthen research security
resulting from mutual cooperation will relate in particular to the areas of protection against illegitimate interference in the
activities of higher education and research institutions, the establishment of a rigorous system of intellectual property
protection, ensuring information security and compliance with generally binding regulations and rules.
