Ugastnici celodenni akce diskutuji o aktualnim vyvoji a dosaZzenych Uspésich v oblasti mikrocertifikatt, moderniho
zplUsobu osvédc€ovani, v eském vysokoskolském prostredi.

,V zarfi 2024 jsme uspésné zakoncili vice nez dvoulety projekt v ramci Narodniho planu obnovy. Jsme tedy na jeho
konci, a souéasné na zadatku vyuZivéni konceptu mikrocertifikéti v Ceské republice. Nagim ukolem nyni je uvédét
pripravené kurzy vedouci k zisku mikrocertifikatu do Zivota a roz$ifovat povedomi o tomto typu programu. Klicovym
bude téz navazani efektivni spoluprace se zaméstnavateli, aby kurzy vedouci k zvySovani kvalifikace a rekvalifikace
ucastnikt a ucastnic dokazaly reagovat na poptavku trhu prace,” uvedla Markéta Martinkova, prorektorka pro studijni
zalezitosti Univerzity Karlovy.

Do projektu v ramci Narodniho planu obnovy Ministerstva Skolstvi, mladeze a télovychovy CR, se zapojilo véech 26
vefejnych vysokych Skol v CR. Nyni se postupné zapojuji i mnohé soukromé vysoké Skoly.

Jen Univerzita Karlova na zakladé pilotnich kurzd, jejichz zavedeni probéhlo v priibéhu roku 2024, nabizi moznost
ziskani pFislusnych mikrocertifikatt na svych fakultach a souc¢astech v 49 rtiznych programech. Do realizace program(
se zapoijilo jiz 12 fakult, Ustav jazykové a odborné pfipravy UK a Centrum pro teoreticka studia UK.

Ceskeé vysoké skoly se kontinualné& zamé&fuji na pfenos zkusenosti a spolupraci se zahraniénimi univerzitami do dobré
praxe. Univerzita Karlova pak pfedevsim téch partnerskych v konsorciu 4EU+ (partnerstvi osmi pfednich evropskych
univerzit: Heidelberg Universitat, Paris-Panthéon-Assas University, Sorbonne Université, University of Copenhagen,
Université de Gen?ve Universit? degli Studi di Milano, University of Warsaw a Univerzity Karlovy).

Zaroven vysoké Skoly vyjednavaji o uplatnéni a vyuziti mikrocertifikatl s dot€éenymi ministerstvy, aby tak spole¢né
prispély k rozvoji urovné Eeského celozivotniho vysokoSkolského vzdélavani a sou€asné jeho efektivité na evropském
trhu prace.

UK nyni pfichazi s novou formou nabidky jednotlivych kurzl. ,,Diky zapojeni Domu zahranicni spoluprace vznika moderni
portal obsahujici nabidku mikrocertifikatt vysokych Skol pro zajemce nejen z CR, ale i ze zahranici, coZ muZe byt jednim
z vyznamnych nastroju jejich propagace, “ fekla rektorka Univerzity Karlovy Milena Kralickova.

Vzdélavani dolozené mikrocertifikaty je UspésSné zavadéno jak v ¢eském, tak v evropském akademickém prostiedi.
Svému drziteli, absolventovi vzdélavaciho procesu, zvySuje konkurenceschopnost: absolventi mohou k dokladani
ziskanych kompetenci pomoci mikrocertifikatu vyuzit platformu Europass; disponuji vyhradnim pfistupem do databaze
a elektronicky je mohou zpfistupnit potencialnim zaméstnavatelim.

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Microcertificates will guarantee competitiveness in the labour
market and increase the efficiency and sustainability of the
whole company

Prague, 26 November 2024 - How is the Czech higher education system managing to introduce new types of
education certificates, the so-called microcertificates? What is their current development and possibilities for their future
development in the context of education and employment in the Czech Republic? This topic is the subject of the
conference Microcertificates in the Czech Higher Education Environment organised by Charles University.

Participants of the day-long event discuss the current developments and achievements in the field of microcertificates,
a modern method of certification, in the Czech higher education environment.

"In September 2024, we successfully completed a more than two-year project under the National Renewal Plan. We are
therefore at the end of it, and at the same time at the beginning of the use of the microcertificate concept in the Czech
Republic. Our task now is to bring the prepared courses leading to the microcertificate to life and to spread awareness
of this type of programme. It will also be crucial to establish effective cooperation with employers so that the courses
leading to the qualification and retraining of participants can respond to the demand of the labour market, " said Markéta
Martinkova, Vice-Rector for Student Affairs at Charles University.

All 26 public universities in the Czech Republic are involved in the project within the framework of the National Renewal
Plan of the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports of the Czech Republic. Now many private universities are also
gradually joining in.

On the basis of pilot courses introduced during 2024, Charles University alone offers the possibility of obtaining relevant
micro-certificates at its faculties and units in 49 different programmes. Already 12 faculties, the Institute of Language
and Vocational Training and the Centre for Theoretical Studies of Charles University are involved in the implementation
of the programmes.

Czech universities are continuously focusing on the transfer of experience and cooperation with foreign universities into
good practice. Charles University in particular those partners in the 4EU+ consortium (a partnership of eight leading
European universities: Heidelberg Universitat, Paris-Panthéon-Assas University, Sorbonne Université, University of
Copenhagen, Université de Gen?ve Universit? degli Studi di Milano, University of Warsaw and Charles University).

At the same time, the universities are negotiating the application and use of microcertificates with the ministries
concerned in order to jointly contribute to the development of the level of Czech lifelong higher education and its
effectiveness on the European labour market.

"Thanks to the involvement of the House of Foreign Cooperation, a modern portal containing the offer of microcertificates
of universities is being created for those interested not only from the Czech Republic but also from abroad, which can
be one of the important tools for their promotion,” said the Rector of Charles University Milena Kralickova.

Education evidenced by microcertificates has been successfully introduced both in the Czech and European academic
environment. It enhances the competitiveness of its holder, the graduate of the educational process: graduates can use
the Europass platform to prove their acquired competences by means of the microcertificate; they have exclusive access
to the database and can make them electronically available to potential employers.
