Aktualizace prohlaseni

V patek odpoledne, dne 29. 11. 2024, probéhl v hlavni budové FF UK policejni zasah v reakci na verbalni incident
bez projevil fyzického nasili. Pachatel bezprostfedné& po incidentu opustil budovu a byl nasledné& zadrzen Policii CR
mimo prostory fakulty. Fakulta, univerzita i Policie CR reagovaly promptné a adekvatn&. V souladu s Planem krizové
pfipravenosti UK byl okamZité svolan krizovy $tdb FF UK a situace byla feSena ve spolupraci s Bezpe&nostnim odborem
rektoratu. VSechny bezpeénostni mechanismy fakulty zafungovaly spravné, situace je pod kontrolou a provoz budovy
nebyl nijak omezen.

Fakulta, stejné jako cela UK, dlouhodobé posiluji bezpecnostni opatfeni a fizeni incidentl, ktera zahrnuji Uzkou
spolupraci s Policii CR. Zarovei je kladen diraz na okamzitou psychologickou podporu pro zaméstnance a studenty.
V reakci na incident probiha vyhodnoceni moznych dopadl a zavadéni dalSich preventivnich opatfeni, o nichz bude
fakulta informovat v pfistim tydnu. Dékujeme vSem, ktefi pfispéli k hladkému zvladnuti této situace.

Statement of Charles University on the situation at the Faculty of Arts
of Charles University

Update of the declaration

On Friday afternoon, 29 November 2024, police intervened in the main building of the Faculty of Arts of Charles University
in response to a verbal incident without any signs of physical violence. The perpetrator left the building immediately
after the incident and was subsequently detained by the Czech Police outside the faculty premises. The Faculty, the
University and the Czech Police responded promptly and adequately. In accordance with the CU Crisis Preparedness
Plan, the CU Faculty of Arts Crisis Staff was immediately convened and the situation was dealt with in cooperation with
the Security Department of the Rector's Office. All the faculty's security mechanisms worked properly, the situation is
under control and the operation of the building has not been restricted in any way.

The faculty, as well as the entire UK, has long been strengthening security measures and incident management in
the long term, which includes close cooperation with the Police. At the same time, emphasis is placed on immediate
psychological support for staff and students. In response to the incident, an assessment of the potential impact and the
implementation of further preventative measures is underway, which the faculty will report on in the coming week. We
thank all those who contributed to the smooth handling of this situation.

Praha, 29. 11. 2024 — Dnes odpoledne (ve 14:30) probéhl v hlavni budové Filozofické fakulty Univerzity Karlovy (FF
UK) policejni zasah. Divodem bylo verbalni napadeni, které se obeslo bez fyzického nasili. Byla neprodlené pfivolana
Policie CR a aktivovan Bezpeé&nostni odbor rektoratu Univerzity Karlovy (BO RUK) a byl také svolan krizovy $tab FF
UK. Pachatel byl zadrzen Policii CR.

Budova FF UK je nyni zaji$téna a situace je pIn& pod kontrolou. Fakulta nadale spolupracuje s Policii CR a BO RUK
na dal$im Setfeni udalosti.

Informace budou pfipadné aktualizovany.
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Prague, 29 November 2024 - This afternoon (at 14:30) police intervened in the main building of the Faculty of Arts at
Charles University. The reason was a verbal assault, which was avoided without physical violence. The Police of the
Czech Republic were immediately called and the Security Department of the Rector's Office of Charles University (BO
RUK) was activated and the crisis staff of the Faculty of Arts of Charles University was also convened. The perpetrator
was arrested by the Police of the Czech Republic.

The FF UK building is now secured and the situation is fully under control. The faculty continues to cooperate with the
Police of the Czech Republic and the RUK BO on further investigation of the incident.
