Pozarni a evakuacni cvic¢eni na Pravnické
fakulté UK: nacvikem k vyssi bezpecnosti

Praha, 6. 12. 2024 — Pravnicka fakulta UK se dnes stala epicentrem domnélého pozZaru, ktery byl simulovéan v jedné z
uc¢eben budoucich pravniku. Vinou technické zavady zde vzplal projektor a doslo k simulovanému zranéni dvou osob. V
budové, kde se v tu chvili nachazely stovky osob, probéhla evakuace. CviCeni je dalsi ze série nacvikd, které Univerzita
Karlova porada pro zvyseni pocitu bezpecdi jejich ¢leni a jejich bezpecnost.

Na fakulté béhem cvi€eni proveéfi aktualnost a funkénost pozarniho a evakuacéniho planu, aktivni spolupraci s HZS pfi
zasahu a Pozarni poplachové smérnice objektu. ,ZjisStujeme ale také reakci zaméstnanych a studujicich na vyhlaseny
pozZar v budové a jejich schopnost bezpecné postupovat pri evakuaci. V neposledni fadé nas také zajima metodicka
spravnost evakuacnich postupl a ¢innost odpovédnych osob,” vysvétluje povéfeny vedouci Bezpe€nostniho odboru
Univerzity Karlovy Ing. Vit Kluger.

Ukolem jeho tymu je také ovéfit, jak rychle byl aktivovan krizovy informaéni a svolavaci systém (KISS) a kdy byly
doruéeny varovné zpravy. Jiz pfed samotnym cvi€enim na Pravnické fakulté UK, ale i b€hem néj, bylo prostfednictvim
systému KISS rozeslano nékolik vin informaénich zprav, pficemz kazda faze oslovila pfiblizné 5500 kontaktd. K
informovani byly vyuzity vSechny hlavni kanaly systému: hlasové volani, SMS a emailova komunikace. Tento test nejen
provéfil dosah systému, ale také jeho funkénost a spolehlivost. Hlasové volani pak bylo zaméfeno na ¢leny krizového
fizeni fakulty, tedy na nékolik desitek kli€ovych osob, které se podilely na organizaci a koordinaci evakuace.

.Bezpecénost neni jen o technologiich a planech, ale také o lidech. Chceme, aby kazdy na nasi fakulté védél, jak se v
krizové situaci zachovat, a mél jistotu, Ze se na nas muze spolehnout. Bezpecnostni Skoleni jsou zasadnim krokem k

posileni soudrznosti a vytvofeni bezpecného prostfedi na nasi fakulté,” uvedl dékan Pravnické fakulty UK prof. Radim
Bohag, Ph.D.

V ramci cviCeni byla evakuace budovy aktivovana prostfednictvim systému KISS stisknutim pohotovostniho tlagitka,
které zajistilo okamzity pfenos informaci o krizové situaci, pficemz byly vyuzity i dalSi bezpecnostni nastroje. Cely proces
evakuace byl nasledné koordinovan ve spolupraci s ostatnimi bezpe&nostnimi slozkami, véetné koordinace systémem
KISS, ktery podpofil efektivitu cviCeni a jeho uspésné dokonceni.

Provéfovaci cvi€eni bylo organizovano ve spolupraci s HZS. Cilem bylo mimo jiné provéfit akceschopnost a rychlost
zasahu Centralni stanice HZS, ktera zde nasadila nékolik druzstev véetné automobilového Zebfiku a provedla zasah.
Pro zajisténi bezpecénosti byly informovany instituce v blizkém okoli, Magistrat hl. m. Prahy, Dopravni podnik hl. m. Prahy
a samozfejmé také zaméstnani a studujici na fakulté.



.Kazdé cvieni je pfilezitosti zjistit, co funguje a co je tfeba zlepSit. Testuje nejen spolehlivost technologii, ale také
schopnost lidi rychle reagovat a spolupracovat ve vypjatych situacich. Spolu s bezpeénostnim odborem rektoratu jsme
pfipravili scénar zamérfeny na realna rizika, ktery pfinesl cennou zpétnou vazbu pro dalsi zlepSeni krizové komunikace.
Systém KISS sehral béhem cviceni vyznamnou Glohu diky své schopnosti efektivné a prehledné informovat véechny
zapojené. Podobné aktivity nejen zvysuji naSi pfipravenost, ale také posiluji vzajemnou divéru a sounaleZitost napfi¢
fakultou,” doplnil bezpecnostni koordinator Pravnické fakulty UK Petr Kovar.

Bé&hem celého cviceni byli k dispozici také odborni krizovi interventi, ktefi poskytovali podporu komukoliv, pro koho bylo
cvi€eni psychicky naro¢né. Zaroven bylo k dispozici dalSi zazemi v prostorach UK pro v8echny studujici, zaméstnance
a zaméstnankyné, ktefi se cviceni nechtéli z jakéhokoliv divodu G€astnit.

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Fire and evacuation drills at the Faculty of Law of Charles University:
training for greater safety

Prague, 6 December 2024 - The Faculty of Law at Charles University was today the epicentre of a simulated fire in
one of the classrooms of future lawyers. Due to a technical malfunction, a projector caught fire and two people were
simulated injured. The building, which housed around 1,000 people at the time, was evacuated. The exercise is another
in a series of drills organised by Charles University to increase its members' sense of security.

During the exercise, the faculty will test the up-to-dateness and functionality of the fire and evacuation plan, active
cooperation with the fire brigade during the intervention and the building's fire alarm guidelines. "But we are also looking
at the response of staff and students to a declared fire in the building and their ability to evacuate safely. Last but not
least, we are interested in the methodical correctness of the evacuation procedures and the activities of the responsible
persons," explains the head of the safety department at Charles University, Ing. Vit Kluger.

His team will also check how quickly the Crisis Information and Convocation System (CISS) was activated and when
warning messages were sent. Before and during the exercise at the Law Faculty of Charles University, several waves
of information messages were sent through the KISS system, reaching approximately 5,500 contacts in each phase. All
the main channels of the system were used to provide information: voice calls, SMS and e-mail communication. This
test verified not only the reach of the system, but also its functionality and reliability. The voice call was then directed
to members of the faculty's emergency management team, i.e. several dozen key people involved in organising and
coordinating the evacuation.

"Safety is not just about technology and plans, it is also about people. We want everyone in our faculty to know what to
do in a crisis situation and to have the confidence that they can count on us. Security training is a crucial step towards
strengthening cohesion and creating a safe environment at our faculty,” said the Dean of the Faculty of Law at Charles
University, Prof. Dr. Radim Bohac¢.

As part of the exercise, the evacuation of the building was activated through the KISS system by pressing the emergency
button, which ensured immediate transmission of information about the crisis situation, while other safety tools were
also used. The entire evacuation process was then coordinated in cooperation with other security forces, including
coordination through the KISS system, which supported the effectiveness of the exercise and its successful completion.

The exercise was organised in cooperation with the fire brigade. One of the objectives was to test the efficiency and
speed of the intervention of the Central Fire Brigade, which deployed several teams, including a vehicle ladder, and
carried out the intervention. To ensure safety, the institutions in the vicinity, the City Hall of the Capital City of Prague,
the Transport Company of the Capital City of Prague and, of course, the employees and students at the faculty were
informed.

"Every exercise is an opportunity to find out what works and what needs to be improved. It tests not only the reliability
of technology, but also the ability of people to react quickly and cooperate in tense situations. Together with the security
department of the Rector's Office, we prepared a scenario focused on real risks, which provided valuable feedback to
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further improve crisis communication. The KISS system played a significant role during the exercise due to its ability to
effectively and clearly inform all involved. Such activities not only increase our preparedness, but also strengthen mutual
trust and belonging across the faculty," added Petr Kovar, Security Coordinator of the Faculty of Law, Charles University.

Throughout the exercise, expert crisis interventionists were also available to provide support to anyone who found the
exercise mentally challenging. At the same time, additional facilities were available on the premises of the UK for all
students, staff and employees who did not want to participate in the exercise for any reason.
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
