Akademicky senat UK dnes na svém zasedani projednal Zpravu kontrolni skupiny AS UK o zjisténich kontroly
hospodareni za obdobi od 21. 12. 2023 az do vyhlaSeni kontroly dne 8. 11. 2024 a vyjadfeni rektorky ze dne 20.1.2025
k této zpravé.

Rektorka UK ve svém vyjadfeni reagovala na vSechna zjisténi uvedené ve zpravé kontrolni skupiny. Soucasné ve
svém vyjadreni formulovala i mozna napravna opatfeni ke zjisténim uvedenym ve zpravé. Ve svém vyjadfeni rektorka
také pfipousti, ze si je védoma, ze v krizovém obdobi nebyla vzdy vénovana dostate¢na pozornost nezbytnym
administrativnim procesim a formalnim nalezitostem. Skute¢nost, ze kontrolni skupina nasla nedostatky zejména v
prvnich tydnech po tragické udalosti na Filozofické fakulté UK a po 9. 5. 2024 jiz dal$i nedostatky nekonstatovala, svéd¢i
o tom, Ze neslo 0 zavazna systémova pochybeni, ale o chyby vzniklé ve spojeni s mimofadnou situaci.

Rektorka a kvestor UK jiz €ini néktera ve vyjadfeni uvedena napravna opatieni.

Statement on the discussion of the management audit report
at the AS CU

At its meeting today, the Academic Senate of Charles University discussed the Report of the Audit Group of the AS UK
on the findings of the audit of management for the period from 21 December 2023 until the announcement of the audit
on 8 November 2024 and the Rector's statement of 20 January 2025 on this report.

In her statement, the Rector of the CU responded to all the findings presented in the report of the audit group. At the same
time, in her statement she also formulated possible corrective measures to the findings in the report. In her statement,
the Rector also acknowledges that she is aware that in a period of crisis sufficient attention was not always paid to
the necessary administrative processes and formalities. The fact that the audit team found deficiencies, particularly
in the first weeks after the tragic event at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University, and did not identify any further
deficiencies after 9 May 2024, shows that these were not serious systemic failures, but errors arising in connection with
the emergency situation.

The Rector and the Bursar of the University are already taking some of the corrective measures mentioned in the
statement.

The discussion on the Report of the Review Group will continue at the next meeting of the AS UK, which will take place
on 7 February 2025.
