Praha, 27. 1. 2025 — Rektorka Univerzity Karlovy Milena Krélickové a statni tajemnik v Ministerstvu obrany CR Petr
Vancura dnes podepsali Memorandum o vzajemné spolupraci. Dokument stanovuje réamec pro uzsi spolupraci obou
instituci. Jednim z prvnich spoleénych krokt bude napf. zavedeni nového volitelného pfedmétu zaméfeného na obranu
a bezpecnost, ktery bude jiz v nadchazejicim letnim semestru dostupny studentim Pedagogické fakulty UK.

Memorandum rozSifuje oblasti spoluprace mezi Univerzitou Karlovou a ministerstvem obrany. Obé instituce se zavazaly
prohlubovat dosavadni spolupraci v oblasti vzdélani, vyzkumu, vyvoje a inovaci zaméfenou zejména na pfirodni védy,
matematiku, Iékarstvi, spoleCenské védy a kybernetickou a informacni bezpecnost. Resort obrany se rovnéz zavazal
podporovat studenty a studentky UK formou nabidek stazi, praxi a dalSich specialnich praktickych akci.

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Charles University and the Ministry of Defence signed a

memorandum on cooperation

Prague, 27 January 2025 - The Rector of Charles University, Milena Kralickova, and the State Secretary of the Ministry
of Defence, Petr Vanéura, today signed a Memorandum of Mutual Cooperation. The document sets the framework for
closer cooperation between the two institutions. One of the first joint steps will be the introduction of a new elective
course focusing on defence and security, which will be available to students at the Faculty of Education of Charles
University in the coming summer semester.

The memorandum expands the areas of cooperation between Charles University and the Ministry of Defence. The
two institutions have committed themselves to deepen the existing cooperation in the fields of education, research,
development and innovation, with a particular focus on natural sciences, mathematics, medicine, social sciences and
cyber and information security. The MoD has also committed to supporting CU students by offering internships, work
placements and other special practical events.

"Among other things, the memorandum of understanding sets out common objectives on the issue of verification and
recognition of training outcomes. We will also conduct research in areas of interest to the Ministry of Defence and support
a number of expert activities in selected areas," said State Secretary Petr Vancura.

"Today's times are such that they force us to think about the security and defence not only of our university but also
of the whole country. The collaboration will be supported by the CU Centre for Knowledge and Technology Transfer
and will involve individual faculties, institutes and departments such as the Faculty of Social Sciences, the Faculty of
Physical Education and Sport and the Faculty of Education. The development of lifelong learning programmes and
mutual cooperation in projects funded by the EU and other international organisations will also continue," says Milena
Kralickova, Rector of Charles University.

The memorandum also covers the area of preparing citizens for national defence. Within this framework, Charles
University, the University of Defence and the Defence Policy and Strategy Department of the Ministry of Defence are
cooperating in the development of the course Introduction to Defence and Security Issues. This new course will be
introduced by the Faculty of Education of Charles University as an elective in the coming summer semester.

Based on the experience gained from the pilot course, the Ministry of Defence, in cooperation with the University of
Defence, will develop a course for university teachers who will teach this subject at universities in the future. The course
will be offered to all university teachers from the 2025/2026 academic year.
