A key debate for the future of the Czech Republic.
Conference on international students will bring together
universities, the state and the private sector

How can foreign students and graduates influence the Czech economy, education system and labour market? How
can they contribute to the transformation of the Czech Republic towards an education-based economy and face the
challenges of the demographic crisis? Answers to many crucial questions will be provided on 6 February at a conference
on Study of Foreign Students in the Czech Republic, which will take place at Charles University in Prague in cooperation
with the Council of Universities, the Anglo-American University in Prague and the House of Foreign Cooperation.

The topic of the influx of global talent is now a key issue at the global level and needs to be strategically addressed in the
Czech Republic as well. The conference will bring together for the first time representatives of universities, government,
business, professional associations and experts in international education. They will lead a debate on the role of foreign
students and graduates in Czech society. The aim of the conference is to find a consensus on specific areas of the issue
of foreign students and graduates and to outline further possible measures.

The Czech Republic is one of the most internationalised countries in Europe with 56,000 foreign students, accounting for
almost 18% of the total number of university students. Foreign students and graduates represent a high potential for the
national economy and society as a whole. It is therefore essential to continuously increase their presence in the Czech
Republic. "Foreign students make a major contribution to the Czech Republic not only in the field of education, which
they enrich with global perspectives. They can also mitigate the demographic decline and ageing of our population. Last
but not least, they bring billions of crowns a year to the Czech economy and represent a skilled workforce for our labour
market, " explains Michal Uhl, Director of the House of Foreign Cooperation.

Representatives of universities agree that foreign students are key to increasing the competitiveness and quality of
the universities themselves. "These students bring new ideas, approaches and enrich the academic environment.
Universities are the first institutions to take on talented students and integrate them into society and the labour market.
This process is absolutely crucial for universities because it not only ensures the development of science and research,
but also increases the international prestige of our schools, " says Petr Just, Vice President of the Council of Universities.

"We have many international students at Charles University and we perceive their undeniable contribution not only to
the university itself, but also to the whole society. We are very well aware that studying far from home can be very
challenging, and that is why we offer them all possible support not only in their study life," said Milena Krali¢kova, Rector
of Charles University.

In order to attract promising and talented students from abroad who are willing to stay in Czech universities, the Czech
state must create the most favourable conditions possible. Therefore, the panel debate will also focus on the challenges
of state scholarship support, granting student visas and support tools for their successful integration into society and
the labour market. "As the school with the highest proportion of foreign students in the Czech Republic, we have always
strived to remove unnecessary bureaucratic obstacles to their arrival and study in our country. Greater openness towards
foreign students strengthens the export of our education, improves the current account of the balance of payments of the
Czech Republic, contributes to economic growth and therefore to the growth of our welfare. It strengthens our chances
of reaching the level of the world's most advanced economies, " says the Rector of the Anglo-American University ,
Jifi Schwarz.

International students themselves will also offer their experiences of living and studying in the Czech Republic in
one of the conference sessions.Many talented students, when choosing a study destination, are discouraged by the
complicated and long visa process or the low financial support from the Czech Republic and prefer to study in another
European country where conditions are more favourable in this respect.

The ministries concerned are addressing the issue and communicating with each other on ways to improve conditions
for foreign students. "Overcoming these challenges requires close inter-ministerial agreement and cooperation. Investing
in foreign students and graduates will pay us back many times over in the future, " concludes Jaroslav Miller, Deputy
Member of the Government of the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports of the Czech Republic, who will take part in
one of the panels together with representatives of the Ministry of the Interior, the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs
and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
