Praha, 12. 2. 2025 — Poslanecka snémovna Parlamentu CR schvaélila novelu zakona o vysokych Skolach, ktera prinasi
vyznamné zmény v oblasti doktorského studia a transformuje Narodni akreditacni ufad. Na pripravé novely se vyznamné
podilely Univerzita Karlova i Ceskéa konference rektort.

Novela zakona o vysokych Skolach upravuje napfiklad zpusoby odméfovani prezencnich studujicich doktorskych
studijnich programd, pfinasi také moznost zvlastniho opravnéni vysoké Skoly pfi zajiStovani kontinuity studia a chodu
Skoly v krizovych situacich, moznost pfestupl, elektronického doru¢ovani a dalsi zmény.

Poslanecka snémovna novelu schvalila poté, co ji navrh vrati Senat PCR s poZzadavkem na vypusténi tzv.
hlidackovného. Univerzita Karlova je jednoznaéné pro podporu studujicich rodiéd malych déti, ta ale primarné patfi do
gesce Ministerstva prace a socialnich v&ci CR, nikoli vysokych 8kol, jejichZ rozpodty na to nejsou uréeny.

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Amendment to the Higher Education Act will reform doctoral studies

Prague, 12 February 2025 - The Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament of the Czech Republic has approved an
amendment to the Higher Education Act, which brings significant changes to doctoral studies and transforms the National
Accreditation Office. Both Charles University and the Czech Rectors' Conference had a significant role in the preparation
of the amendment.

The amendment to the Higher Education Act regulates, for example, the methods of remuneration of full-time students of
doctoral study programmes, introduces the possibility of special authorization of the university in ensuring continuity of
studies and operation of the school in crisis situations, the possibility of transfers, electronic delivery and other changes.

The Chamber of Deputies approved the amendment after the Senate of the Czech Republic returned the proposal to
it with a request to delete the so-called "watchdog fee". Charles University is clearly in favour of supporting studying
parents of young children, but this is primarily the responsibility of the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs of the Czech
Republic, not universities, whose budgets are not intended for this purpose.

The amendment to the Higher Education Act is now awaiting the signature of the President of the Czech Republic.
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
