Building a large Al language model started at Charles
University

Prague, March 7, 2025 - Leading European companies, research institutions and large Al computing centres have
gathered in Prague. As part of a consortium formed here, they launched the OpenEuroLLM project, led by Prof. Jan
Haji¢ from the Faculty of Mathematics and Physics at Charles University.

A consortium of twenty leading European research institutions, companies and centres for high-performance computing
have gathered in Prague to begin collaborating on building a family of powerful, multilingual Large Language Models
(LLMs) for all European languages. The language model will find applications in further research and especially in the
commercial sphere or in the public administrations of European countries.

"European companies need open access to high quality Al technologies to be able to compete in the global market. The
OpenEurolLLM project and the use of open language models will help companies to increase their global competitiveness
while contributing to Europe's digital sovereignty. For public institutions, an open language model will allow them to
deliver public services efficiently. High-performance multilingual models will preserve linguistic and cultural diversity,"
underlined Professor Jan Haji¢, the project's lead coordinator, at the launch meeting of the consortium.

"The extensive collaboration between academia and commerce and all their experts coming together over the
development of an open language model is a great example of the joint European effort to promote democratic principles
in the field of artificial intelligence. | am very honoured that Charles University, through its experts, is coordinating this
necessary activity," said the Rector of Charles University, Professor Milena Kralickova.
