Spolu se svym otcem zalozZila
na Litvinovsku biatlonovy oddil, dostala se do $iréi reprezentace CR a v roce 2023 vybojovala titul svétové mistryné
zimnich akademickych her. Sou¢asné studuje vSeobecné |ékarstvi ve 4. roCniku.

Mimofadnou cenu ziskala také studentka 4. ro¢niku studijniho programu VSeobecné Iékafstvi na Lékarské fakulté v
Hradci Kralové UK Nikol Eichlerova. Jejim nejvétSim uspéchem je 1. misto na 32. Evropském Sampionatu v japonském
bojovém uméni kendo v r. 2023, coZ je historicky prvni zlatd medaile pro Ceskou republiku z evropského nebo svétového
Sampionatu v kendu

Také Bc. Tadeas Raha si letos odnesl Mimotadnou cenu rektorky, a to za projekt celostatni osvétové kampané pro
v&asnou |é&bu vad patere v Ceské a Slovenské republice.

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Great science, top sport, educational campaigns - the best students at
Charles University have won awards

Prague, 1 April 2025 - Interesting scientific topics, excellent study or sporting results, as well as community activities and
helping others, were all recognised by the Rector of Charles University Milena Krali¢kova, who presented prestigious
awards to students from Charles University for their extraordinary activities.

Students of Charles University (CU) yesterday received the Rector's Prize, the Rector 's Special Award and the Bolzano
Prize from the Rector Professor and other members of the CU management in the Karolinum Patriotic Hall.

"I see the awards for our outstanding students not only as a declaration of support and motivation of Charles University,
but also as a thank you for their exceptional work, great results in studies or sports and other social activities. | appreciate
this very much because these activities are not only a manifestation of their individual abilities, but also have a deeper
meaning for our society. The work of our students is not isolated; on the contrary, it contributes to the development of
science and knowledge that can and often already does provide solutions to the problems we face today. It is our common
duty to use our skills to achieve positive changes together," said Milena Kralickova, Rector of Charles University, on
the occasion of the award ceremony.

The Bolzano Prize is awarded in three categories.

In the social science category, including theology, the award went to JUDr. Lukas Lev Cervinka, Ph.D., from the Faculty
of Law of Charles University for his work on anti-establishment political parties from the perspective of constitutional
theory, including with regard to theoretical sociological approaches.

In the natural science category, Dr. Martin Volek from the Faculty of Science of Charles University was awarded for his
dissertation work on the development and use of catalytically active DNA molecules (so-called deoxyribozymes).

The Bolzano Prize in the biomedical category was awarded to Mgr. Daniela Knizkova, Ph.D., from the Faculty of
Science, Charles University, whose thesis focuses on how molecules in the immune system signal and influence
inflammatory processes. Her goal is to find new signalling elements and describe their function in health and disease
in regulating the inflammatory response.

The 2024 Chancellor's Prize was awarded in five categories.
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The Prof. Karl Weigner Prize for the best graduates of medical programmes was awarded to Vasil Kostin, M.D. from
the 3rd Medical Faculty of Charles University for, among other things, the creation of a triage application or 3D printed
insulin pen and Bc. Jana Kaprova, Ph.D., from the 1st Medical Faculty of Charles University, who in addition to her
work as a general practitioner for children and adolescents, runs a nutrition consultancy for children under 3 years of
age at Nutricia.

The Prof. JUDr. Karel Engli$ Prize for the best graduates of social sciences and humanities programmes was awarded
to JUDr. Lucie Prenosilova from the Faculty of Law of Charles University, a three-time representative in the "Student
Scientific and Professional Activity" competition and international competitions in simulated courts. The second prize
winner in the category is Bc. Dana Alsaialy from the Faculty of Social Sciences of Charles University for a new
perspective on the role of expert-patients in dermatology and the influence of medical and aesthetic factors on diagnosis.
The Prof. Jaroslav Heyrovsky Award for the best graduates of science programmes was awarded to Mgr. Alzbeta
Postulkova from the Faculty of Science of Charles University, who during her studies discovered a gene in the genome
of a mountain plant that could repeatedly contribute to better survival in the harsh environment of high mountains in
different populations. This award was also given to Bc. Lucia Neméekova from the Faculty of Science of Charles
University for her research on interactions of proteins involved in the acylation of RTX toxin HIyA in uropathogenic E.
coli. The work was part of a broader research on the action of RTX toxins, which are important virulence factors of many
Gram-negative pathogenic bacteria.

The Josef Dobrovsky Prize for the best graduates of theological programmes was awarded to Mgr. Katefina Rydlova
from the Hussite Faculty of Theology of Charles University for her extremely interesting and rather unusual work in
the field of linguistic and religious studies in the ancient Near East. The award also goes to Bc. Anezka Junova (née
Tefrova) of the Evangelical Theological Faculty of Charles University. Her undergraduate thesis, "Pastoral Care of
Adolescents with Mental lliness," explored the role of pastoral care in the comprehensive treatment of adolescents with
mental illness.

The Prof. Vaclav Pfihoda Prize for the best graduates of teaching programmes was awarded to Mgr. Lukas Barborka
from the Faculty of Education of Charles University. During his studies, he started working as a mathematics teacher
at an inclusive primary school; his practice enabled him to gain a deeper understanding of the education of pupils with
special needs and to look for ways to teach mathematics to awaken pupils' desire for knowledge and to support their
personal development.

The award in this category also went to Bc. Petra Kalinova from the Faculty of Science of Charles University for her
work on the water situation in the Czech Republic, especially on existing water supplies and consumption, analysis of
types of drought, its causes and impacts on society within the Czech Republic.

The Rector's Extraordinary Prize 2024 was awarded to five exceptional students this year.

MUDr. Martin Horak, a recent graduate of the 3rd Medical Faculty of Charles University at the time of the outbreak of
war in Ukraine, organized a collection for aid to Ukraine, thanks to which financial and material support of 80 million
crowns was given to Ukraine.

Another winner of the special prize is Kristyna Otcovska from the Faculty of Medicine in Pilsen, Charles University.
Together with her father, she founded a biathlon team in the Litvinov region, made the wider Czech national team and
won the title of World Champion at the 2023 Winter Academic Games. At the same time she is studying general medicine
in the 4th year.

Nikol Eichlerova, a 4th year student of the General Medicine programme at the Faculty of Medicine in Hradec Kralove,
UK, also won an exceptional prize. Her greatest achievement is the 1st place at the 32nd European Championship in
Japanese martial arts kendo in 2023, which is the first ever gold medal for the Czech Republic from a European or
World Kendo Championship

Also Bc. Tadeas Raha won this year's Rector's Special Award for his project of a national awareness campaign
for early treatment of spinal defects in the Czech and Slovak Republics. The student of the Master's degree
programme in Strategic Communication at the Department of Marketing Communication and PR of the Faculty of Social
Sciences of Charles University aimed at raising awareness of Idiopathic Scoliosis and Scheuermann's Kyphosis, his
campaign contributed decisively and unequivocally to spreading awareness of these diseases, their manifestations and
consequences, both among patients and doctors in the Czech and Slovak Republic.

The student Amalie Svabikova from the Faculty of Physical Education and Sport of Charles University received an
extraordinary award from the Rector for her excellent sports results in international competitions. She is a student of the
fitness trainer programme, an exceptional athlete, but also an inspiration for her classmates and young athletes. She
represented the Faculty of Physical Education and Sport of Charles University at the Olympic Games in Paris.
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
