Memorandum of Cooperation between Charles University and
the Ministry of Transport

The Memorandum aims to develop joint activities, especially in the field of popularisation of science and education
related to space research, and at the same time to promote the interest of the young generation in studying fields related
to space technology and research.

The cooperation between the two institutions will focus not only on the development of joint popularisation projects
towards students and the wider public, but also on linking the academic environment with the state administration,
specifically with the area of space policy, which is coordinated by the Ministry of Transport, especially in connection with
the activities and vision of the national project Czech Journey to Space.

"Space activities are one of the fastest growing areas ever. Thanks to many years of effort, the Czech Republic has built
a strong position in this area and we can already be proud of our achievements. However, we have many challenges
ahead of us, which we can only overcome if we further strengthen our cooperation with industry, education and research.
Strengthening cooperation with Charles University, as our largest educational institution, but also as a strong player in
the field of science and research in the Czech Republic and abroad, is therefore essential for the success of the national
project Czech Journey to Space " said JUDr. Véaclav Kobera, Director of the Department of Space Activities and New
Technologies of the Ministry of Transport and coordinator of the national project Czech Journey to Space.
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The national project Czech Journey to Space, coordinated by the Ministry of Transport of the Czech Republic, wants
to contribute to the transformation of the Czech economy into an economy based on activities with high added value
through space activities and their further development. This is where universities play a key role in science and research
and in the training of other professionals.
