Cooperation between Charles University and the Czech
Chamber of Commerce opens doors for Viethamese students
and medical staff

Prague, 28 May 2025 - Charles University and the Czech Chamber of Commerce have signed a memorandum of
cooperation focusing on systemic support for the arrival of specialists and students from the Socialist Republic of
Vietnam. The aim is to respond in particular to the growing need for professional staff in the Czech health and social
services.
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In the memorandum, the two institutions pledged to work together to create conditions for the arrival of Viethamese
workers and students. Together, they will focus on language training, providing information, simplifying administrative
procedures and supporting the integration of newcomers into Czech society.

"One of the partial solutions to the needs of the labour market is the arrival of qualified professionals from abroad.
The key to successful integration and professional employment of newcomers is language proficiency and the ability
to navigate the local environment. That is why we want to offer support and professional background to Vietnamese
students," said the rector of Charles University, Professor Milena Kralickova.

Under the memorandum, Charles University undertakes to assist in the selection of qualified rectors and lecturers
for language teaching in Vietham and to develop appropriate teaching materials. The teaching will be carried out
methodically by the Institute of Language and Preparatory Studies of Charles University, which specialises in language
and subject-oriented preparation of foreigners for study at Czech universities.

"Part of the students' preparation will be a standardised final exam in Czech according to the Common European
Framework of Reference for Languages. The incoming students will continue their Czech language studies after their
arrival in the Czech Republic," added Dana Hullkova Nyvltova, director of the Institute of Language and Preparatory
Studies of Charles University.

The Chamber of Commerce of the Czech Republic will be responsible for organising Czech language teaching in
Vietnam, connecting Vietnamese students with Czech hospitals, and providing administrative and logistical support for
the arrival of Vietnamese students in the Czech Republic.

"We are not inventing anything revolutionary; we are using tried and tested methods. The model is based on the
government's Qualified Worker Programme, which the Chamber of Commerce has long been involved in implementing.



It has shown that foreign workers can effectively fill the gaps in the market. At the same time, we are drawing on the
experience of Germany, where hundreds of Vietnamese healthcare workers are already working. So we see this as a
way to attract qualified people who are prepared, motivated, linguistically equipped and interested in staying and working
in our country," said Zdenék Zaji¢ek, President of the Czech Chamber of Commerce.

The cooperation between Charles University and the Czech Chamber of Commerce will contribute to the long-term
involvement of students and workers from Vietnam in the health and social care system in the Czech Republic.
