Praha, 6. 5. 2025 — Pravnicka fakulta Univerzity Karlovy uspofadala ve spolupraci s Arcibiskupstvim prazskym a s
Apostolskou nunciaturou v Praze mezinarodni konferenci vénovanou pravnim vztahum mezi Evropskou unii a Svatym
stolcem. Podle hlavniho organizatora konference prodékana Pravnické fakulty UK Michala Tomaska jde o prvni takto
pojatou akci, ktera analyzuje smluvni ukotveni vzajemnych vztah( mezi obéma subjekty a jeho praktické fungovani.
Konference byla naCasovana k 75. vyro¢i Schumanovy deklarace, ktera polozila zaklad modernich evropskych
integracnich uskupeni. Jak ve svém uvodnim vystoupeni uvedla rektorka UK Milena Kralickova, ,evropska integraéni
uskupeni jsou postavena na silnych kifestanskych tradicich®. Arcibiskup prazsky a primas ¢esky Jan Graubner v kontextu
nacasovani konference pfipomnél francouzského ministra zahranic¢i Roberta Schumana, velkého zastance porozuméni
mezi Némeckem a Francii. Na zakladé jeho projektu a podle kfestanskych principl se za¢al budovat evropsky integraéni
projekt. V uznani jeho aktivit prohlasil zvé€nély papez FrantiSek Roberta Schumana za ctihodného a byl zapoc&at proces
jeho blahofeceni.

Mons. Stanislav PFibyl, biskup litoméficky pfibliZil postoj jednotlivych papezu k evropské integraci od Jana XXIIl. do
soucasnosti a nastroje komunikace, Svatého stolce, respektive katolické cirkve s integrovanou Evropou a jejimi organy.
Velvyslanec EU pfi Svatém stolci Martin Selmayr a velvyslanec CR pfi Svatém stolci Pavel Svoboda hovofili o hlavnich
obrysech vztahl EU a Svatého stolce, téZ ve vztahu k Vatikdnském Méstu. V sou¢asném historicky vyznamném obdobi
pro katolickou cirkev se diskuse nevyhnula ani pravnim otazkam pfipravy konklave a volby nového papeze.

Pravni vztahy mezi EU a Svatym stolcem pfedstavuji komplexni problematiku, do niz zapadaji i vztahy mezi Svatym
stolcem a jednotlivymi &lenskymi staty, véetn& CR. Nedavné uzavieni smlouvy mezi CR a Svatym stolcem je tak tfeba
vnimat v SirSim kontextu a neomezovat je na dil€i a z kontextu vytrzené problémy.

The Faculty of Law of Charles University organized a
conference on the European Union and the Holy See

Prague, May 6, 2025 — The Faculty of Law of Charles University, in cooperation with the Archdiocese of Prague and the
Apostolic Nunciature in Prague, organized an international conference on legal relations between the European Union
and the Holy See. According to the main organizer of the conference, Michal TomaSek, Vice-Dean of the Faculty of
Law, this is the first event of its kind to analyze the contractual basis of mutual relations between the two entities and
its practical functioning.

The conference was timed to coincide with the 75th anniversary of the Schuman Declaration, which laid the foundations
for modern European integration. As CU Rector Milena Kralickova said in her opening speech, "European integration
groups are built on strong Christian traditions." In the context of the conference's timing, Archbishop of Prague and
Primate of Bohemia Jan Graubner recalled French Foreign Minister Robert Schuman, a great advocate of understanding
between Germany and France. Based on his project and in accordance with Christian principles, the European
integration project began to take shape. In recognition of his activities, the late Pope Francis declared Robert Schuman
venerable and the process of his beatification was initiated.

Monsignor Stanislav P¥ibyl, Bishop of LitoméFice, outlined the position of individual popes on European integration from
John XXIlIl to the present day and the instruments of communication between the Holy See, or rather the Catholic Church,
and an integrated Europe and its institutions.

EU Ambassador to the Holy See Martin Selmayr and Czech Ambassador to the Holy See Pavel Svoboda spoke about
the main outlines of relations between the EU and the Holy See, also in relation to Vatican City. In this historically
significant period for the Catholic Church, the discussion also touched on legal issues relating to the preparation of the
conclave and the election of a new pope.

Legal relations between the EU and the Holy See are a complex issue, which also includes relations between the Holy
See and individual Member States, including the Czech Republic. The recent conclusion of the agreement between
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the Czech Republic and the Holy See should therefore be seen in a broader context and not limited to partial issues
taken out of context.
