Praha, 7. 5. 2025 — Univerzita Karlova (UK) se ke dni 25. dubna 2025 stala soucasti iniciativy United Nations Academic
Impact (UNAI). Pripajila se tak ke 1700 institucim ze 156 zemi svéta, které spolupracuji s Organizaci spojenych narodt
(OSN) na prosazovani globalnich priorit. Svym vyzkumem a vzdélavanim &lenské akademické instituce prispivaji k
naplriovani hodnot, cili a mandati OSN, a to zejména na zakladé Cili udrzitelného rozvoje (SDGs) a Deseti zasad
UNAI.

Charles University to Strengthen International Cooperation
on Sustainable Development through the United Nations

Prague, May 7, 2025 — As of April 25, 2025, Charles University (CU) has become a member of the United Nations
Academic Impact (UNAI) initiative. By joining, it has become part of a network of over 1,700 institutions from 156 countries
around the world that collaborate with the United Nations (UN) to advance global priorities. Through research and
education, member institutions contribute to fulfilling the values, goals, and mandates of the UN, particularly those based
on the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and the Ten Principles of UNAI.

Charles University joined the United Nations Academic Impact in connection with its CHARLESTON program (MSCA
COFUND), which is firmly grounded in the principles of the Sustainable Development Goals. The program will support
a total of 20 early-career international researchers whose projects, aligned with the SDGs, will focus on sustainable
development and broader societal impact.
