2025 — V sobotu 17. kvétna 2025 se historické prostory Karolina oteviely vefejnosti v ramci akce
Den s UK . Udalost, pofadana ve spolupraci s festivalem Open House Praha, pfilakala na 1500 navstévnikt
vSech vékovych kategorii. Program nabidl interaktivni aktivity, které prenesly u€astniky do 14. stoleti, do obdobi
vlady Karla IV.
Pro navstévniky byl pfipraven bohaty program fady fakult. S katolickou teologickou fakultou si navstévnici mohli
vyzkouS$et praci stfredovékych pisafl a iluminator(, lustit gotické pismo z autobiografie Karla 1V. Vita Caroli nebo psat
husim brkem. Déti si odnesly omalovanky inspirované stfedovékou knizni malbou. Fakulta télesné vychovy a sportu UK
pfipravila akci ,Hybeme se s Kajou“, kde si U€astnici otestovali své pohybové dovednosti a ziskali informace o zdravém
Zivotnim stylu. Medici provadéli vySetfeni prstovym pletysmografem, které umoznilo navstévnikim zjistit stav jejich
cév, prokrveni, tep a saturaci kyslikem. Pedagogicka fakulta UK nabidla program plny Sifer a rébusu, které rozsifily
znalosti o univerzité. Filozoficka fakulta UK pfedstavila vazby Karla IV. na Italii a umoznila procvi€it zakladni italské fraze.
Husitska teologicka fakulta UK pfipravila ukazky historické zbroje a stfelbu z kuSe. Pravnicka fakulta UK uspofadala
védomostni kviz zaméfeny na pravni ustanoveni doby Karla IV., kde se u€astnici dozvédéli napfiklad to, ze dobové
pravni dokumenty byly psany latinsky.
Soucasti programu byly také komentované prohlidky Karolina v €estiné i angli¢tiné a pfednasky vyznamnych osobnosti
spjatych s Univerzitou Karlovou. Mezi pfednaSejicimi byla napfiklad prorektorka UK a byvala mistopfedsedkyné
Evropské komise Véra Jourova, olympijska vitézka ve snowboardcrossu a absolventka UK Eva Adamczykova, judaistka
Lena Arava-Novotna &i kunsthistorik Jan Royt. Pfednasky byly simultanné tlumoc€eny do znakového jazyka.
Den s UK v Karolinu nabidl navstévnikiim jedine¢nou pfileZitost zazit atmosféru stfedovéké univerzity a seznamit se s
historii i sou¢asnosti Univerzity Karlovy prostfednictvim pestrého programu plného interaktivnich aktivit a pfednasek.

Karolinum opened to the public and commemorated the era
of Charles IV.

Prague, May 19, 2025 — On Saturday, May 17, 2025, the historic premises of Karolinum opened to the public as
part of the Day with Charles University event. The event, organized in cooperation with the Open House Prague
festival, attracted around 1,500 visitors of all ages. The program offered interactive activities that transported
participants back to the 14th century, to the reign of Charles IV.

A rich program was prepared for visitors by a number of faculties. With the Catholic Theological Faculty, visitors could
try their hand at the work of medieval scribes and illuminators, decipher Gothic script from Charles IV's autobiography
Vita Caroli, or write with a quill pen. Children took home coloring books inspired by medieval book illustrations. The
Faculty of Physical Education and Sport prepared an event called “Let's Move with Kaja,” where participants tested
their motor skills and learned about healthy lifestyles. Medical students performed finger plethysmography tests, which
allowed visitors to check the condition of their blood vessels, blood circulation, heart rate, and oxygen saturation. The
Faculty of Education offered a program full of puzzles and riddles that expanded knowledge about the university. The
Faculty of Arts presented Charles IV's ties to Italy and gave visitors the opportunity to practice basic Italian phrases.
The Hussite Theological Faculty prepared demonstrations of historical armor and crossbow shooting. The Faculty of
Law organized a quiz focused on the legal provisions of Charles IV's reign, where participants learned, for example, that
legal documents at that time were written in Latin.

The program also included guided tours of the Charles University Campus in Czech and English and lectures by
prominent figures associated with Charles University. Speakers included Charles University Vice-Rector and former
Vice-President of the European Commission Véra Jourova, Olympic snowboard cross champion and Charles University
graduate Eva Adamczykova, judoka Lena Arava-Novotnd, and art historian Jan Royt. The lectures were simultaneously
interpreted into sign language.

A Day with Charles University at Karolinum offered visitors a unique opportunity to experience the atmosphere of a
medieval university and learn about the history and present of Charles University through a varied program full of
interactive activities and lectures.
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
