The initiative
aims to advance university-level education in the field of Earth Observation (EO). The aim of the project is to
develop new academic and professional training programs that combine state-of-the-art science with practical
applications in fields such as climate monitoring, environmental protection, disaster response, and security.

The ESA EO Training Academy is designed not only for university students, but also for young researchers and
professionals already working in industry or public administration. The project’s mission is to strengthen capacity building
in EO and train a new generation of experts capable of working with satellite technologies and applications.

University. Our longstanding collaboration with ESA is now evolving into a systematic effort to develop new educational
programs that connect cutting-edge science with practical needs and global challenges such as climate change,” said
Professor Milena Kralickova, Rector of Charles University.
