Praha, 26. 6. 2025 — Jak reagovat na technologicky vyvoj a s nim souvisejici promény trhu prace? Odpovédi
mohou byt mimo jiné programy s mikrocertifikatem — kratkodobé, cilené vzdélavaci programy, které umozriuji rychlé
doplnéni konkrétnich dovednosti. Pravé jejich potencialu se vénoval odborny kulaty stil Mikrocertifikaty jako most mezi
vzdélavanim a trhem prace poradany Univerzitou Karlovou (UK). Akce propojila odborniky z akademické sféry, zastupce
statni spravy, zaméstnavatele i experty na trh prace.

Setkani nabidlo prostor pro otevienou diskusi, jak mikrocertifikaty vyuZzit jako nastroj profesniho rlstu i jako mozny
most mezi vysokym Skolstvim a praxi. Téma je aktualni — eské univerzity véetné UK jiz programy s mikrocertifikatem
zavadéji, zaméstnavatelé se vSak s konceptem teprve seznamuiji a hledaji zplsoby, jak ho smyslupiné zaclenit do svych
personalnich strategii.



Odbornici se vénovali nejen otazce systémové podpory mikrocertifikatll ze strany statu, ale i tomu, jak mohou tyto
programy pomoci cilovym skupinam, které nejvice potfebu;ji rychlé doplnéni kvalifikace — at uz jde o Cerstvé absolventy,
rodiCe vracejici se na trh prace, ¢i osoby ohrozené dlouhodobou nezaméstnanosti.

Pro jejich dalsi rozvoj je kliCové propojeni akademického
prostredi, zaméstnavatel(l a statni spravy. Komunikace mezi témito slozkami umoZzni, aby tento moderni nastroj skutecné
naplnil svij potencial,” fika rektorka Univerzity Karlovy profesorka Milena Kralickova.

Univerzita Karlova zavedla programy s mikrocertifikatem v ramci projektu ZlepSeni prostupnosti vzdélani na urovni
vysokych Skol pomoci mikrocertifikatl, ktery byl soucasti Narodniho planu obnovy pro oblast vysokych $kol pro roky
2022-2024. Projekt vytvofil zaklad pro systematicky rozvoj nabidky programd s mikrocertifikatem, ktera se nadale
rozSifuje. K dnesSnimu dni bylo vydano 327 téchto osvédceni v ramci 28 programu a celkové ma Univerzita Karlova v
nabidce jiz 75 programi s mikrocertifikatem schvalenych Radou pro vnitfni hodnoceni.

Kulaty stdl se zabyval také spolupraci mezi vysokymi $kolami a zaméstnavateli. Do diskuse se zapojili zastupci Uradu
prace CR, Ministerstva prace a socialnich vé&ci, Svazu primyslu a dopravy a dal$i aktéfi, ktefi rozhoduiji o podobé politiky
zaméstnanosti nebo o vybéru a vzdélavani pracovnikl v konkrétnich firmach.

Ugastnici kulatého stolu se shodli, Ze v zajmu dal$iho rozvoje agendy mikrocertifikat( a jejich realné uplatnitelnosti ve
vefejné a soukromé sféfe je tfeba ucinit dulezité kroky. Mezi né patfi vybudovani komunity stakeholder(i, nastaveni
procesu vzajemné komunikace, volba vhodné platformy pro interakci nabidky a poptavky, a rovnéz efektivni marketing
celého konceptu.

»Tuto platformu vnimame jako zalatek systematického dialogu. Nejde o jednorazovou akci, ale o impuls k hlubSi
spolupraci mezi univerzitami, statem a zaméstnavateli. VSichni mame spolecny cil: vzdélavani, které ma realny dopad
na Zivoty lidi a prispiva k rozvoji spolecnosti. Univerzita Karlova ma v této oblasti vysoké ambice — usiluje o to byt lidrem
nejen v poctu nabizenych program( s mikrocertifikatem, ale zejména v oblasti spoluprace s vefejnym i soukromym
sektorem, ktera je klicem k jejich skutecné relevanci a udrzitelnosti,“ popsal David Hurny, ¢len kolegia rektorky UK,
ktery ma na starosti agendu celozivotniho vzdélavani.

Charles University connects education with practice: Micro-
credentials as a response to labour market needs

Prague, 26 June 2025 — How to respond to technological developments and related changes in the labour market? One
answer may be micro-credential programmes — short, targeted educational programmes that enable the rapid acquisition
of specific skills. Their potential was the focus of a roundtable discussion entitled 'Micro-credentials as a bridge between
education and the labour market', organised by Charles University (CU).

The event brought together experts from academia, government, employers and labour market experts. The meeting
provided a space for open discussion on how micro-credentials can be used as a tool for professional growth and as
a possible bridge between higher education and practice. This is a timely topic — Czech universities, including Charles
University, are already introducing micro-credential programmes, but employers are only just becoming familiar with the
concept and are looking for ways to meaningfully integrate it into their human resources strategies.

The experts not only focused on the issue of systemic support for micro-credentials from the state, but also on how these
programmes can help target groups that most need to quickly upgrade their qualifications, such as recent graduates,
parents returning to the labour market, and people at risk of long-term unemployment.

"Education must be flexible, open to change and linked to practice. We believe that micro-credential programmes can
strengthen the competitiveness of individuals and society as a whole. The interconnection of the academic environment,
employers, and public administration is key to their further development. Effective communication between these
stakeholders will enable this modern tool to truly fulfil its potential," says Charles University Rector, Professor Milena
Kralickova.

Charles University introduced micro-credential programmes as part of the Improving Access to Higher Education
Through Micro-Credentials project, which formed part of the National Recovery Plan for the Higher Education Aera for
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the Years 2022-2024. The project laid the foundation for the systematic development of micro-credential programmes,
which continues to expand. To date, 327 certificates have been issued across 28 programmes, and Charles University
now offers 75 micro-credential programmes that have been approved by the Internal Evaluation Board.

The roundtable discussion also addressed cooperation between higher education institutions and employers.
Representatives of the Czech Labour Office, the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs, the Confederation of Industry
and Transport, and other decision-makers in employment policy and the selection and training of workers in specific
companies attended the discussion.

The roundtable participants agreed that important steps need to be taken to further develop the micro-credentials agenda
and its applicability in both the public and private spheres. These include establishing a community of stakeholders,
setting up a mutual communication process, selecting an appropriate platform for supply and demand interaction, and
effectively marketing the entire concept.

“We see this platform as the start of a systematic dialogue. It is not a one-off event, but rather a catalyst for closer
collaboration between universities, the state, and employers. We all share the same goal: to provide education that has
a real impact on people's lives and contributes to societal development. Charles University has high ambitions in this
area — it strives not only to offer the largest number of programmes providing micro-credentials, but also to lead the way
in collaborating with the public and private sectors, which is essential for ensuring the relevance and sustainability of
these programmes, " said David Hurny, a member of the Rector's Council of Charles University responsible for lifelong
learning.

Charles University is one of the most active institutions in the field of micro-credentials in the Czech Republic, actively
cooperating with partners within the 4EU+ university alliance. This enables it to transfer experience from the international
environment to domestic practice, supporting the quality and recognition of these new forms of education within the
European context.
