Prague, 15 July 2025 — The 68th Summer School of Slavonic Studies (SSSS) will take place at the Faculty of
Arts, Charles University, from 17 July to 14 August 2025. This year, 118 students from more than 30 countries
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will take part in the international educational event, organized by the Institute of Czech Studies for Foreigners
and Communication of the Deaf at the Faculty of Arts, Charles University.

"At a time when society is becoming more and more divided, the Summer School of Slavonic Studies provides a space
for intercultural dialogue, professional exchange and friendly encounters. Participants have a unique opportunity to get
acquainted with the Czech language and culture. As a citizen of the Czech Republic and a representative of a Czech
university, | sincerely thank everyone for their interest and determination," comments Véra Jourova, Vice-Rector of
Charles University for Human Resources Development and New Technologies.

The oldest of its kind

The SSSS is the oldest program of its kind in the Czech Republic — the first year was held in 1948. The event focuses on
teaching the Czech language and getting acquainted with culture in the broad sense of the word. It offers four weeks of
intensive language lessons, professional lectures, a cultural program and excursions. It is intended for anyone interested
in the Czech language and culture.

Opening and closing

The opening ceremony of the SSSS will take place on Saturday, July 19 at 2 p.m. in the Carolinum. The Great Hall
will feature works by Antonin Dvofak and Bedfich Smetana. At the same venue, the SSSS will end on August 13 at 3
p-m. with a graduation ceremony and an organ concert.

Professional program and pickling of drowned people

Among the lecturers are important personalities of Czech studies, linguistics and cultural sciences, such as: Zdenék
Stary, LibuSe Heczkova, Robert Bohat and Alex Réhrich. The program will include special workshops: phonetic
laboratories, phraseology workshop, a course in Czech speech politeness, excursions to the sights of Prague, thematic
walks. And even practical exercises in the form of cooking traditional Czech dishes — this year, for example, pickling
pickled sausages and camembert or cooking fruit dumplings.
