Rektorka Univerzity Karlovy (UK) prof. MUDr. Milena Kralickova, Ph.D. oznamuje, Ze byla nucena vyhovét vyzvé
Ministerstva 8kolstvi, mladeZe a t&lovychovy (MSMT) tykajici se vedeni Katolické teologické fakulty (KTF) UK.

Ministerstvo zaslalo univerzité dne 21. srpna 2025 ,Vyzvu ke zjednani napravy®, v niz pozadovalo zruSeni povéfeni
Mgr. Michaely Falatkové, Ph.D., vykonem funkce dékana fakulty a zaroven odstranéni pfekazek v praci vici doc. PhDr.
AleSi Praznému, Ph.D.

Univerzita Karlova povazuje pravni hodnoceni ministerstva za nedostacujici a jeho postup za problematicky z hlediska
respektu k akademické samospravé. Rektorka ve svém postupu hajila akademickou samospravu KTF UK. Uplynulé dva
tydny prokazaly, Ze zvolenym postupem se podafilo napf. téméF dokongit pfipravu na zimni semestr 2025/26 vCetné
rozvrhll, obnovit fadu zanedbavanych administrativnich procest a napravit néktera déletrvajici pochybeni. Presto, s
ohledem na mozné dusledky pro univerzitu jako celek, kdy MSMT jakoZto moZnou sankci za rektorgino neuposlechnuti
vyzveé uvadi omezeni jejich pravomoci, se rektorka rozhodla vyzvé vyhovét.

Alesi Praznému,
Ph.D. byly dnednim dnem zruSeny.

MSMT ma jiz nékolik dni podklady pro fedeni situace prostfednictvim nucené spravy fakulty, na coZ podal navrh smérem
k ministerstvu pfedseda Akademického senatu KTF UK doc. David Vopfada, Dr. Toto podani bylo piné podpofeno ze
strany rektorky, a dokonce v prabéhu tydne doplnéno napfiklad o dal$i negativni vyvoj a informace stran odchodu dalsi
¢lenu Védecké rady KTF UK.

Pracovnici MSMT byli pfed uplynutim dne$niho terminu opakované informovani také o rizicich tohoto kroku MSMT pro
chod fakulty, jeji zaméstnance a vyhledové i studujici. Timto krokem ministerstvo prebira fakticky spoluodpovédnost za
dalSi vyvoj situace na Katolické teologické fakulté.

Statement by the Rector of Charles University on CU Catholic
Theological Faculty on August 28, 2025

The Rector of Charles University (CU), Prof. MUDr. Milena Kralickova, Ph.D., announces that she has been forced to
comply with the request of the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports (MEYS) concerning the management of the
Catholic Theological Faculty (CTF) of Charles University.

On August 21, 2025, the Ministry sent the University a "Call for Remedial Action" demanding the revocation of Mgr.
Michaela Falatkova, Ph.D.'s appointment as dean of the Catholic Theological Faculty and the removal of obstacles to
the work of doc. PhDr. AleS Prazny, Ph.D.

Charles University considers the Ministry's legal assessment to be insufficient, and its approach problematic in terms
of respect for academic self-government. In her response, the Rector defended the academic self-government of the
CU CTF. Over the past two weeks, significant progress has been made in preparing for the 2025/26 winter semester,
including the creation of timetables, the restoration of neglected administrative processes and the correction of long-
standing errors. However, given the potential repercussions for the university as a whole — the Ministry of Education,
Youth and Sports has cited the restriction of the Rector's powers as a possible sanction for failing to comply with the
call — the Rector has decided to comply.



The appointment of Mgr. Michaela Falatkova, Ph.D., as dean, and the obstacles to the work of doc. PhDr. Ales Prazny,
Ph.D. have been revoked today.

The Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports has had the documentation to resolve the situation through the forced
administration of the faculty for several days now, for which a proposal was submitted to the ministry by the chairman
of the Academic Senate of CU CTF, doc. David Vopfada, Dr. This submission was fully supported by the Rector and
supplemented during the week with further negative developments and information regarding the departure of other
members of the CU CTF Scientific Council.

Prior to today's deadline, MEYS staff were repeatedly informed of the potential risks associated with this course of action
for the faculty, its employees and, in the long term, its students. By taking this step, the ministry is effectively taking joint
responsibility for the further development of the situation at the Catholic Theological Faculty.

Charles University expects the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports to use its powers immediately to ensure the
stability of the faculty and protect the rights of its students and employees.
