2025 — Podle pravé zverejnénych vysledku hned dva prestizni ERC Starting granty putuji na Univerzitu
Karlovu. Se svymi Zadostmi uspéla u Evropské vyzkumné rady (European Research Council — ERC) védecka témata
z oblasti bioinZenyrstvi a prava.

Mgr. Andrea Galisova Ph.D. z 1. Iékafské fakulty UK ziskala grant na sv(j vyzkum zaméfeny na programovatelné in
vivo dodavani a sledovani proteind prostfednictvim extracelularnich vezikul. ,Extracelularni vezikuly jsou malé vacky
tvofené bunéénou membranou, které slouzi k mezibunééné komunikaci. V naSem projektu je budeme upravovat pomoci
metod molekularni biologie tak, aby dokéazaly cilené dorucovat léCiva, zobrazovaci latky nebo membranové proteiny
do vybranych tkani a bunék. Upravené vezikuly budeme také monitorovat v Zivém organizmu pomoci nejmodernéjsi
metody heteronuklearni magnetické rezonance, “ vysvétluje doktorka Galisova oblast své prace. Na svUj vyzkum ziskala
necelych 1,9 mil.

Charles University receives two ERC Starting Grants worth
millions of euros

Prague, September 4, 2025 — According to recently published results, Charles University has been awarded two
prestigious ERC Starting Grants. The European Research Council (ERC) approved applications for research projects
in the fields of bioengineering and law.

Mgr. Andrea Galisova, Ph.D., from the First Faculty of Medicine at Charles University, received a grant for her research
focused on programmable in vivo delivery and monitoring of proteins via extracellular vesicles. "Extracellular vesicles
are small sacs formed by the cell membrane that serve for intercellular communication. In our project, we will modify
them using molecular biology methods so that they can deliver drugs, imaging agents, or membrane proteins to selected
tissues and cells in a targeted manner. We will also monitor the modified vesicles in living organisms using the latest
heteronuclear magnetic resonance method," explains Dr. Galisova. She received nearly €1.9 million for her research (in
addition to the maximum amount of €1.5 million, she was also awarded additional funding).

Another successful applicant for an ERC grant is Doc. JUDr. Jakub Drapal, M.Phil., Ph.D. from the Faculty of Law of
Charles University, who focuses on the issue of sentencing across continental Europe. "We want to show how judges
in continental Europe think when deciding on punishment and what rules or guidelines they have at their disposal.
This allows us to reopen a topic that has long been developed mainly in the Anglo-Saxon world and bring a European
perspective to it. | believe that our project will generate many new ideas for further research and sentencing practice,
both here and abroad," adds Associate Professor Drapal, who received the maximum grant amount of EUR 1.5 million.

Both successful applicants attended the National Workshops of the Expert Group for the Support of ERC Applicants, and
Dr. Galisova also attended the University Individual ERC Mentoring. The long-term and systematic support coordinated
at Charles University by Professor Zdenék Strako$ (Faculty of Mathematics and Physics, Charles University), a former
member and chair of one of the ERC evaluation panels, contributes to the success of many applicants. "I am very
pleased that, after last year's great success in the Consolidator grant category, our country has continued to improve in
the Starting category. | congratulate all successful applicants and thank them for their extraordinary efforts. Thanks also
go to everyone who supported them in preparing their projects. On behalf of Charles University, | would like to highlight
the individual ERC mentoring provided by Stépanka Gray Markové in collaboration with Khaled Ismail, as well as the
ongoing support provided by Veronika Syrovatkova to all applicants. | am very pleased with the award of the first ERC
grant to Charles University's medical faculties and also with another success in the field of legal sciences — especially
as it involves such exceptionally nice colleagues,” said Zdenék Strakos.

ERC Starting Grants focus on supporting the independent careers of outstanding young scientists at a stage when they
are setting up their own research team or program. Formally, applicants can be researchers of any age or nationality
who have obtained their Ph.D. between two and seven years prior to the fixed date of January 1 of the year to which the
current ERC work program relates. From the 2027 work program onwards, this range will be adjusted to 0 to 10 years,
meaning that applications can be submitted immediately after the defense of a doctoral thesis. The principal investigator
must commit to working on the ERC project for at least 50% of their total working time and to spending at least 50% of
their time in an EU Member State or a country associated with the Framework Program. The amount of financial support
can be up to €1.5 million for a period of five years. In justified cases, additional funding of €1 million may be requested.
