Jeden prispéje k rozvoji vysokoskolské
pedagogiky, druhy podpofi dostupnost védeckych dat.

Podpora expertni kapacity pro rozvoj vyuky na vysokych skolach

Cilem tohoto projektu je propojit odborniky na vysokoskolskou pedagogiku, ktefi budou hrat kliCovou roli v oblasti
profesniho rozvoje akademickych pracovnikl a lektord. Zamérem je zkvalitnit vyuku a strategické planovani vzdélavaci
¢innosti.

Do projektu je zapojeno 24 vefejnych vysokych $kol CR. Univerzita Karlova zabezpe&uje mimo jiné metodické vedeni
a komunikaci s MSMT, pfispiva také k celkové synergii tfiletého projektu (trva od 1. 1. 2025 do 31. 12. 2027), jehoz
celkova dotace €ini téméf 30 milion korun.
Projekt reaguje na dlouhodobou potfebu systematické podpory pedagogickych kompetenci akademickych pracovniku
danou Strategickym zamérem ministerstva pro oblast vysokych Skol na obdobi od roku 2021 a Planem realizace
Strategického zaméru MSMT pro rok 2025.

Cilem druhého projektu podporujiciho tzv. otevienou védu je vytvofit uzivatelsky privétivy systém, jenz posili schopnost
vyzkumnikl pracovat s daty v souladu s principy FAIR (Findable — Iépe nalezitelna, Accessible —dostupna, Interoperable
— interoperabilni, Reusable — opétovné vyuzZitelna), zvysit kvalitu a transparentnost vyzkumu a umoznit lepsi integraci
CR do Evropského prostoru oteviené védy.

Do projektu se zapojily tymy ze 12 védecko-vyzkumnych organizaci CR, véetné& Univerzity Karlovy, ktera je jeho hlavnim
koordinatorem. Celkova dotace Ctyfletého projektu (trva od 1. 10. 2025 do 31. 12. 2028) Cini zhruba 857 milion( korun.
Projekt reaguje na absenci koordinovaného, systémového a udrzitelného pfistupu ke spravé vyzkumnych dat v CR.
Na narodni Urovni se zaméfi pravé na rozvoj oborovych repozitafu, tedy specializovanych ulozist pro vyzkumna data v
konkrétnich védnich oborech, od informatiky po biomedicinu, ¢imz mimo jiné pfispéje ke zvySeni konkurenceschopnosti
Ceského akademického prostiedi.

,Vyzkumna data jsou Casto ukladana roztfisténé, v nekompatibilnich formatech, bez jednotnych standardi a bez
zajisténi jejich dlouhodobé dostupnosti a opétovné vyuzitelnosti. Chybi jednotny ramec pro spravu dat napri¢ védnimi
obory, institucemi i vyzkumnymi tymy, coZz omezuje efektivni vyuzivani dat, mezioborovou spolupraci a zpomaluje
otevfenost védy,” zhodnotila situaci Radka Rimanova, feditelka Ustfedni knihovny UK.

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Charles University at the forefront of prestigious nationwide
projects

Prague, September 8, 2025 — Charles University has become the main coordinator and leader of two major nationwide
projects announced by the Czech Ministry of Education, Youth, and Sports. One will contribute to the development of
higher education pedagogy, while the other will support the accessibility of scientific data.

Supporting expert capacity for the development of teaching at universities

The aim of this project is to connect experts in university pedagogy who will play a key role in the professional
development of academic staff and lecturers. The intention is to improve the quality of teaching and strategic planning
of educational activities.

Twenty-four public universities in the Czech Republic are involved in the project. Among other things, Charles University
provides methodological guidance and communication with the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, and also
contributes to the overall synergy of the three-year project (running from January 1, 2025, to December 31, 2027), which
has a total subsidy of almost CZK 30 million.

The project responds to the long-term need for systematic support of the pedagogical competencies of academic staff,
as set out in the Ministry's Strategic Plan for Higher Education for the period from 2021 and the Implementation Plan of
the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports' Strategic Plan for 2025.

"Our goal is lasting change, not just one-off training. | would like to see support for teaching at universities become
systematic and long-term. We are creating a community of experts who will support academics and school management
and raise the quality of teaching to a higher level," said David Hurny, project guarantor for Charles University and
member of the Rector's Council for the Development of Pedagogical Competencies of Charles University Academic Staff.

Open Science Il

The aim of the second project supporting so-called open science is to create a user-friendly system that will strengthen
the ability of researchers to work with data in accordance with the FAIR principles (Findable, Accessible, Interoperable,
Reusable), improve the quality and transparency of research, and enable better integration of the Czech Republic into
the European Open Science Space.

Teams from 12 scientific and research organizations in the Czech Republic are involved in the project, including Charles
University, which is its main coordinator. The total subsidy for the four-year project (running from October 1, 2025, to
December 31, 2028) is approximately CZK 857 million.

The project responds to the absence of a coordinated, systematic, and sustainable approach to research data
management in the Czech Republic. At the national level, it will focus on the development of subject repositories, i.e.,
specialized storage facilities for research data in specific scientific fields, from computer science to biomedicine, thereby
contributing, among other things, to increasing the competitiveness of the Czech academic environment.

"Research data is often stored in a fragmented manner, in incompatible formats, without uniform standards and without
ensuring its long-term availability and reusability. There is no uniform framework for data management across scientific
disciplines, institutions, and research teams, which limits the effective use of data, interdisciplinary cooperation, and
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slows down the openness of science,” said Radka Rimanova, director of the Central Library of Charles University,
assessing the situation.

"Our interest is to raise awareness of the importance of open science in the Czech environment,”" emphasized Michaela
Hynkova, project manager at Charles University.

"Both projects are raising the quality of Czech higher education and taking it to a new level within the European Higher
Education Area. The management of Charles University is proud that our university is a leader in both projects,” said
Milena Kralickova, Rector of Charles University.
