Skolach odnima Katolické teologické fakulté Univerzity Karlovy vykon pusobnosti dékana s ucinnosti od 26. zafi 2025.

Vykon pusobnosti dékana timto rozhodnutim pfechazi podle zakona pfimo na rektorku Univerzity Karlovy. Opatfeni je
pfijato na dobu neurcitou, a to do doby, nez bude funkce dékana fakulty fadné obsazena.

Ministerstvo pfistoupilo k tomuto kroku z divodu neobsazeni funkce dékana a nemoznosti zajistit vykon vSech
pravomoci, které zakon vylu€né s dékanem spojuje. Univerzita Karlova o pfijeti opatfeni sama pozadala s cilem zajistit
pravni jistotu a Fadny chod fakulty.

Ministry of Education revokes the powers of the dean of the
CU Catholic Theological Faculty

On 25 September 2025, the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports of the Czech Repubic issued a decision pursuant to
Section 38 of the Higher Education Act, revoking the powers of the dean of the Charles University Catholic Theological
Faculty with effect from 26 September 2025.

This decision transfers the dean's powers directly to the rector of Charles University in accordance with the law. This
measure has been adopted for an indefinite period until the dean's position is filled.

The Ministry took this step because the dean's position was vacant, making it impossible to ensure the exercise of all
the powers exclusively associated with the dean by law. Charles University itself requested the adoption of the measure
to ensure legal certainty and the faculty's proper functioning.

Charles University expects the faculty to function stably and without interruption in the coming days and weeks. The
faculty's academic community will be kept informed of further developments.
