The FameLab science
popularization competition has announced this year's
winners

Prague, September 30, 2025 — The Czech leg of the international science popularization competition FamelLab —
science that deserves applause , which brings science closer to the public in the form of stand-up performances,
culminated at the Municipal Library in Prague. A total of twelve finalists presented themselves, giving the audience
a glimpse into the fascinating world of natural sciences in three minutes. The winner, Kristyna Skoupa, with her
performance "Steroids don't belong on your plate," will represent the Czech Republic at the international online finals
of the competition in November 2025.

The competition is open to anyone studying or working in scientific fields in the Czech Republic. This year's final
offered an interesting battle between classic exact science topics such as biotechnology, genetics, pharmacy, chemistry,
bioinformatics, and economics. Young scientists from Charles University, the Czech University of Life Sciences in
Prague, the Academy of Sciences, Mendel University in Brno, Palacky University in Olomouc, and the University of
Chemistry and Technology advanced to the national finals.

The competition, organized by Charles University, is open to all students and researchers aged 21 and over.
Presentations must not exceed 3 minutes, and contestants may only use props that they bring onto the stage themselves.
Audiovisual technology is not permitted. The winner is decided by a jury and the audience in the hall. The national final
takes the form of an interactive and entertaining show, which this year was complemented by an interactive warm-up
show (a contemporary dance performance by Michael Mejvald). FameLab has its roots in England and has been held
in the Czech Republic since 2011. It is the oldest competition of its kind in the world. The event was held under the
auspices of the British Embassy in the personal presence of His Excellency Ambassador Matt Field, Charles University
Rector Milena Kralickova, and Minister of Science and Research Marek Zenisek.
