Oba se narodili
v Praze.

Charles University celebrated November 17 by honoring
exceptional individuals and associations

Prague, November 17, 2025 — On the occasion of International Students' Day and the Day of the Fight for Freedom
and Independence, Charles University commemorated key moments from 1939 and 1989 at a number of locations in
Prague. Subsequently, during a gala evening in the Great Hall of Karolinum, it honored the best students, teachers,
and scientists.

Milena Kralickova, Rector of Charles University, said during the gala evening: "Every year, November 17 is an
opportunity for the university to commemorate not only historical events, but also to honor outstanding students and
academics. | am delighted that this year's spectrum of award winners is so diverse! Awards were given not only for
innovation in teaching and contributions to equal opportunities, but also for the excellent work of young scientists and,
last but not least, for exceptional personalities such as Marek Orko Véacha. | sincerely congratulate everyone."

Veronika Novotna and Andrej Farkas gave a speech on behalf of the students at Charles University, saying, among
other things: "All of us, across generations, can recognize the feeling when something is not right. As young people,
we often don't think about what our acts of courage might cost us; our families are not yet dependent on us, we are not
driven by personal gain, and that gives us great freedom. The subsequent repression by regimes seeking to suppress
the wave of youth discontent stemmed from a fear of this inner freedom of ours. If truth and love are to triumph over
lies and hatred, they must be firmly rooted in us. Without ideals and visions, there can be no change for the better —
let us not allow them to be taken away from us and never succumb to despair — just as the students of both November
17s did not succumb to it.

1. Arnost of Pardubice Award — Award for the best teacher at Charles University and for outstanding
achievement

? Marek Vacha from the Third Faculty of Medicine at Charles University was voted best teacher

The award-winning teacher works at the Institute of Ethics and Humanities at the Third Faculty of Medicine at Charles
University, where he is one of the most respected and popular teachers. His teaching of medical ethics, conducted
with deep professional and human insight, receives excellent ratings from students every year. He is also active at the
University of the Third Age at Charles University.

? The team at the Simulation Center of the Faculty of Medicine at Charles University in Pilsen was awarded for
outstanding achievement

The team received the award for its innovative and systematic development of practical teaching. The combination of
theory and practice allows students to develop clinical skills, decision-making abilities, and teamwork. The center offers
teaching from the first year, supports interdisciplinary cooperation, and uses e-learning, hi-fidelity simulations, and its
own teaching aids.

The Arnost of Pardubice Award is a prestigious Charles University award given to academic staff for their outstanding
teaching and to groups of teaching or support staff for their contribution to improving the quality of education.

Arnost of Pardubice was the first Archbishop of Prague and advisor to Emperor Charles IV. He proved himself to be
a supporter of the arts and a generous patron. He sought to reform the ecclesiastical province entrusted to him and
ecclesiastical life, strove to restore ecclesiastical order, and founded a number of monasteries.
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2. Awards granted by the Charles University Grant Agency

? The Charles University Rector's Award went to Tomas Hrbek from the Faculty of Mathematics and Physics
of Charles University

The best scientist received an award in the natural sciences section for the project Study of nanostructural effects on
the activity and stability of catalysts for water electrolysers with proton-conducting membranes. The author developed a
catalyst with an optimal ratio of iridium and ruthenium, whose properties meet the requirements for commercial use of
this technology. The results of the project were published in prestigious international journals and attracted well-deserved
interest at international conferences.

? The Vice-Rector's Award was presented to Vanesa Jurasova from the Second Faculty of Medicine at Charles
University

The best female scientist received an award in the medical sciences section for her project New biofluid biomarkers
and their role in the diagnosis and prognosis of neurodegenerative dementias. It has contributed significantly to the
development of knowledge in the field of neurodegenerative disease diagnosis. The results of the studies, which involved
more than 200 patients, were published in the prestigious journal Alzheimer’s Research & Therapy and presented at
international conferences.

? The GA UK Chairman's Award went to Tereza Juhaszova from the Faculty of Social Sciences at Charles
University

The best female scientist received an award in the social sciences section for her project Coexistence in a small town
in eastern Slovakia after World War 1. Through a microhistorical study of a remote, ethnically mixed Slovak small town,
the project showed that the local environment in the turbulent 20th century was not just a passive recipient of political
and social pressures, but actively worked with them.

? Anna Kampova from the Faculty of Science, Charles University, received an honorable mention

The scientist received an award in the natural sciences section for her project What mechanism controls the final stage
of anther dehiscence? The research revealed that anther dehydration is controlled by internal cellular mechanisms. The
study provides a detailed mechanistic understanding of controlled cell death, including the involvement of specific genes
and physiological processes. The project was presented at international conferences and the results were published in
the prestigious journal PNAS.

? Anna Svejdové from the Faculty of Medicine in Hradec Kralové, Charles University, received an honorable
mention

The scientist received an award in the medical sciences section for her project Contact endoscopy of mucosal tumors
of the respiratory and swallowing tracts of the head and neck. The project introduced a method into the standard
perioperative examination process that improves the early detection of tumor changes and surgical procedures. The
results were presented at domestic and international forums and contribute to the improvement of diagnostic procedures
in otorhinolaryngology.

? Honorable mention was awarded to Juan José Rodriguez from the Faculty of Humanities at Charles University

The scientist received an award in the social sciences section for his project The Problematic Relationship between
Freedom and System in Schelling and Hegel (1804-1820) and its Significance for the Birth of Phenomenology in France
and Germany. The researcher combined philosophical analysis with historical and philological realities. The project led
to publications in prestigious international journals and contributed to the preparation of a monograph on Schelling's
critique of systematic metaphysics.

Grant Agency (GA UK) is an internal grant agency for students at Charles University in master's and doctoral programs
and their scientific projects. It was founded in 1993 and is funded by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports for
specific university research.

3. Cori Award - Charles University Award for Contribution to Equal Opportunities

? The award was won by Alice Némcova Tejkalova from the Faculty of Social Sciences, Charles University
The award winner has long been committed to equal rights for people with disabilities. She has helped promote
parasports on Czech Television, co-commentated on the Paralympic Games and the first live broadcasts of para ice

hockey. She founded the first news website about parasports, Handisport.cz, and is also involved in parasports research.
At the Faculty of Social Sciences, Charles University, she created the first all-female research team, which became a



co-investigator in the Horizon Europe project. She is currently coordinating a consortium with the European Olympic
Committee, the European Broadcasting Union, and five foreign university partners in an application for Horizon Europe,
focused on gender-based violence in sports and sports journalism.

? The award went to Charlie, z. s.

A student initiative bringing together the LGBTQ+ community, it is actively involved in the public life of the university,
organizing educational lectures, cultural events, and campaigns to promote tolerance and respect and to improve
conditions for queer students and staff at Charles University. The Charlie association creates an open space for
discussion, sharing experiences, and mutual support, thereby contributing significantly to building an inclusive academic
environment. lts activities are an example of active citizenship, courage, and determination to change the world around
us for the better.

The Cori Prize is an award established by Charles University to raise awareness and emphasize the importance of
equality issues. It is intended for individuals and groups from the academic community and university staff. It was first
awarded in November 2024.

The Coris, Gerty Cori and Carl Ferdinand Cori, became one of the few married couples to win the Nobel Prize in
Physiology or Medicine (1947) for their discovery and description of the so-called catalytic conversion of glycogen. Both
were born in Prague.

The festive atmosphere of this exceptional evening in the Great Hall of Karolinum was enhanced by a performance by
the Kiihn Children's Choir, conducted by Petr Louzensky and accompanied on the organ by Jan Kalfus.
