The Kellner
Family Foundation will support the transfer of talent from
abroad to Charles University

Prague, January 29, 2026 — Charles University and the Charles University Endowment Fund have signed a
memorandum of cooperation with The Kellner Family Foundation with the aim of creating a new program to support
the arrival of top scientists from abroad at Charles University. The family foundation is donating up to CZK 48 million
to the program.

By signing the memorandum, the parties confirmed their interest in establishing the Kellner Research Chairs Program,
under which Charles University will gradually employ up to six senior researchers over the next few years. The program
will be open to foreign and Czech applicants who have made a name for themselves internationally. The foundation
will provide financial support to the selected researchers for a period of three years through the Charles University
Endowment Fund.

The aim of the program is to integrate talented researchers with international experience into the Czech academic
environment and to strengthen the links between Charles University (UK) and the international scientific community.
The cooperation thus aims to develop excellent science and research at UK and to transfer international experience
to the Czech Republic.

The program will be launched following the conclusion of a separate agreement setting out the detailed conditions for
its operation. The selection process for the first applicants will be opened in 2026.

The Kellner Research Chairs program is part of the Kellner family foundation's long-term activities focused on the
development of education in the Czech Republic. Through scholarships and other projects, the foundation systematically
supports Czech pupils and students and strives to encourage them to return to the Czech Republic from abroad. In
2024, the foundation signed a memorandum of cooperation with Charles University in the area of recognition of foreign
education, known as nostrification.

"Through the Kellner Research Chairs program, we want to bring excellent scientific talent to our country and at the
same time create conditions that will enable high-quality Czech scientists to return home. | believe that, together with
Charles University, we will contribute to the development and greater openness of the Czech academic environment. This
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initiative is a natural continuation of our long-standing support for talented Czech students, whom our family foundation
supports in their studies at foreign universities," said Renata Kellnerova, founder and chair of the board of trustees of
The Kellner Family Foundation.

"The arrival of renowned scientists who have achieved success abroad not only enriches Charles University, but also
strengthens the development of Czech society as a whole. Experts from various fields will bring new ideas and contribute
to development in areas that Czech society needs for its continued prosperity,” said Milena Kralickova, Rector of
Charles University.

"I see this collaboration as an important step towards further strengthening excellent science at Charles University and
as a promise for the future. A partnership is beginning that can systematically contribute not only to the development
of cutting-edge research, but also to the transfer of international experience and the strengthening of an internationally
open and confident academic environment at Charles University and in the wider academic sphere. | greatly appreciate
the trust of The Kellner Family Foundation and the cooperation with the Charles University Endowment Fund," said the
incoming rector of Charles University, Jifi Zima.
