Univerzita Karlova si polepsila v
mezinarodnim srovnani vysokych skol

Praha 25. bfezna 2026 — Univerzita Karlova je opét celkové nejlépe hodnocenou univerzitou v Ceské republice v
mezinarodnim zebficku QS World University Rankings by Subject 2026. Ten ji navic zaradil mezi nejlepsi svétova
pracovisté ve 30 oborech. Ve dvou oborech se dokonce univerzita dostala mezi top 100 vysokych skol na svété
a celkové v patnacti je mezi nejlepsimi 200. Celkem bylo posuzovano témér 6 300 Skol.

Mezinarodni zebfi¢ek QS World University Rankings by Subject, ktery porovnava vysoké Skoly z hlediska akademické
reputace, povést mezi zaméstnavateli absolventek a absolventd, kvality védy a mezinarodni spoluprace ve vyzkumu
v celkem 5 SirSich oborovych skupinach a 55 oborech, v letoSnim roce posuzoval ¢innost témér 6 300 vysokych Skol
ze 100 zemi. Ve vysledcich, jak byly dnes zvefejnény, je pak zastoupeno celkem 1 912 z nich v€etné 769 z Evropy a
15 z Ceské republiky.

~Nesmirné mé tési, Ze je Univerzita Karlova pro letoSni rok zafazena mezi nejlepsi svétova pracovisté ve vSech 5 Sirsich
oborovych skupinach a ve 30 oborech. Viynikajici vysledek v tomto roce patfi oboriim anatomie a fyziologie a informacni
studia a knihovnictvi, zde je zafazena mezi prvnich sto vysokych skol. Z mého pohledu je velkym uspéchem i to, Ze
celkem v 15 oborech se pak umistila mezi pfednimi 200 pracovisti. To jsou vysledky, na kterych je tfeba stavét, a i nadéle
usilovat o co nejvy$Si postaveni v celosvétovém méritku,“ okomentoval vysledky rektor Univerzity Karlovy Jifi Zima.

Konkrétné ve skupiné humanitnich a uménovédnych oborl, kde UK patfi v celosvétovém srovnani 114. misto, jsou
zafazeny anglicky jazyk a literatura, archeologie, filozofie, historie, lingvistika a moderni jazyky. Ve spole¢enskych
védach je to antropologie, ekonomie a ekonometrie, informacni studia a knihovnictvi, politologie a mezinarodni studia
a sociologie. Ve védach o Zivé pfirodé a lékafskych disciplinach, kde se univerzita celkové nachazi na 192. mistég, jsou
nejlépe hodnoceny anatomie a fyziologie a Iékafstvi. A v neposledni fadé v pfirodnich védach jsou to obory geografie
a matematika. Pfi relativnim srovnani, poméfujicim postaveni vysoké Skoly k celkovému poctu pracovist, které dany
obor rozvijeji a jejichz &innost byla v tomto oboru posuzovana, je UK skvéle hodnocena i v oborech biologie, fyzika a
astronomie, chemie a informatika.

V meziro€nim srovnani se mezinarodni postaveni Univerzity Karlovy podle pravé zvefejnéného zebficku celkové
zlepsilo. Ze 30 klasifikovanych obort se UK oproti lofiskému roku posunula v 10 z nich a v 16 si udrzela pozici z
prfedchazejiciho roku. Lepsiho vysledku dosahla univerzita i ve 4 z 5 hodnocenych oborovych skupin, jakoz i pocth
obor(, v nichZ je zafazena mezi 200 nejlepSich svétovych pracovist.

Ve srovnani je zastoupeno celkem 15 &eskych vysokych $kol, spolu s UK zejména Masarykova univerzita, Ceské vysoké
uceni technické v Praze a Vysoké uceni technické v Brné.

Prozatim posledni institucionalni srovnani QS World University Rankings (zvefejnéného v loriském roce) zaradilo UK
na 258. misto ve svété. Nedavny zebticek QS World University Rankings: Europe pak na 92. misto v ramci Evropy.

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Prague, March 25, 2026 — Charles University is once again the highest-ranked university in the Czech Republic in
the international QS World University Rankings by Subject 2026. The rankings also placed it among the world’s
best institutions in 30 disciplines. In two disciplines, the university even made it into the top 100 universities
in the world, and in fifteen disciplines overall, it ranks among the top 200. A total of nearly 6,300 institutions
were evaluated.

The international QS World University Rankings by Subject, which compares universities in terms of academic reputation,
reputation among employers of graduates, research quality, and international research collaboration across a total of
5 broad subject groups and 55 disciplines, assessed the performance of nearly 6,300 universities from 100 countries
this year. The results, as published today, include a total of 1,912 of them, including 769 from Europe and 15 from the
Czech Republic.

“I am immensely pleased that Charles University has been ranked among the world’s best institutions this year in all 5
broad subject groups and in 30 disciplines. This year’s outstanding results are in the fields of anatomy and physiology,
and information studies and library science, where it is ranked among the top 100 universities. From my perspective, it
is also a great success that the university ranked among the top 200 institutions in a total of 15 disciplines. These are
results we must build upon and continue to strive for the highest possible standing on a global scale,” commented Jifi
Zima, Rector of Charles University, on the results.

Specifically, in the humanities and arts category—where Charles University ranks 114th globally—the fields include
English language and literature, archaeology, philosophy, history, linguistics, and modern languages. In the social
sciences, these include anthropology, economics and econometrics, information studies and library science, political
science and international studies, and sociology. In the life sciences and medical disciplines, where the university ranks
192nd overall, anatomy and physiology and medicine are the highest-ranked fields. And last but not least, in the natural
sciences, the top-ranked fields are geography and mathematics. In a relative comparison—which measures a university’s
standing against the total number of institutions developing a given field and whose activities were evaluated in that field
—Charles University is also highly rated in biology, physics and astronomy, chemistry, and computer science.

In a year-over-year comparison, Charles University’s international standing has improved overall according to the
recently published ranking. Out of 30 ranked fields, Charles University advanced in 10 of them compared to last year and
maintained its position from the previous year in 16. The university also achieved better results in 4 out of 5 evaluated
subject groups, as well as in the number of fields in which it ranks among the world’s top 200 institutions.

A total of 15 Czech universities are represented in the comparison, including, alongside Charles University, Masaryk
University, the Czech Technical University in Prague, and the Brno University of Technology.

The most recent institutional comparison, the QS World University Rankings (published last year), ranked Charles
University 258th in the world. The recent QS World University Rankings: Europe then ranked it 92nd in Europe.
