o spolupraci se spolkem Spojeni nadéji

Praha, 22. 4. 2026 - Univerzita Karlova uzaviela memorandum o vzajemné podpore a spolupraci se spolkem
Spojeni nadéji, ktery sdruzuje predevsim pozistalé a zasazené tragickou strelbou na Filozofické fakulté UK,
ktera se odehrala pred Vanocemi v roce 2023.

Cilem memoranda je rozvijet dlouhodobou spolupraci pfi podpofe obéti, pozlstalych a dalSich zasaZenych osob,
a zaroven posilovat komunitni, vzdélavaci a osvétové aktivity zaméfené na prevenci nasili, bezpecnost, krizovou
pfipravenost a podporu dusevniho zdravi. Dokument navazuje na spolupraci z let 2024 a 2025, kdy obé strany
spole€né organizovaly pietni a vzpominkové akce, podilely se na pfipravé pamatniku na namésti Jana Palacha v Praze,
komunikaci s vefejnosti i na rozvoji podpurnych iniciativ, véetné vzniku Centra resilience Univerzity Karlovy.

Na zakladé dohody bude univerzita i nadale podporovat €innost spolku napfiklad poskytovanim prostor pro nekomeréni
pietni, komunitni a vzdélavaci akce, spolupraci pfi komunikaci s vefejnosti ¢i podporou osvétovych aktivit. Spolek se
bude podilet zejména na pfipravé pietnich akci, sdileni zkuSenosti a rozvoji aktivit v oblasti prevence nasili a podpory
dusevniho zdravi.

L,Uzaviené memorandum je vyjadienim dlouhodobého zavazku Univerzity Karlovy byt nablizku tém, které tragicka
udalost hluboce zasahla. Velmi si vazime duvéry spolku Spojeni nadéji a jeho ¢lent. Nasi spoleénou snahou je nejen
dustojné pecovat o pamatku obéti, ale také prispivat k tomu, aby se podobnym udalostem do budoucna predchazelo
prostfednictvim vzdélavani, sdileni zkusenosti a posilovani bezpeéného prostredi,” uvedl rektor Univerzity Karlovy Jifi
Zima.

“Univerzita Karlova je pro spolek Spojeni nadéji dilezitym partnerem. Vazime si podpory, kterou univerzita dokazala
v uplynulém obdobi zajistit pro pozistalé, zranéné a zasazené. Jsme radi, Ze se nadale budeme spole¢né vénovat
vzpominkovym akcim.

Memorandum je uzavirano na 4 roky a pfedstavuje ramec pro dalSi rozvoj spoluprace mezi univerzitou a spolkem.
Nezaklada pravni narok na pInéni, ale potvrzuje spole¢nou vali obou stran postupovat citlivé, koordinované a s
respektem k potfebam zasazenych stielbou.
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Charles University Signs a Memorandum of Cooperation with
the Spojeni nadéji Association
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Prague, April 22, 2026 - Charles University has signed a memorandum of mutual support and cooperation with
the Spojeni nadéji association, which primarily brings together the bereaved and those affected by the tragic
shooting at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University that took place before Christmas in 2023.

The aim of the memorandum is to develop long-term cooperation in supporting victims, bereaved families, and other
affected individuals, while also strengthening community, educational, and awareness-raising activities focused on
violence prevention, safety, crisis preparedness, and mental health support. The document builds on cooperation from
2024 and 2025, when both parties jointly organized memorial and commemorative events, participated in the preparation
of a memorial on Jan Palach Square in Prague, engaged in public communication, and contributed to the development
of support initiatives, including the establishment of Charles University’s Center for Resilience.

Under the agreement, the university will continue to support the association’s activities, for example by providing
space for non-commercial commemorative, community, and educational events, collaborating on public outreach, and
supporting educational initiatives. The association will focus particularly on organizing commemorative events, sharing
experiences, and developing activities in the areas of violence prevention and mental health support.

“The signed memorandum is an expression of Charles University’s long-term commitment to stand by those who have
been deeply affected by this tragic event. We greatly appreciate the trust of the Spojeni nadéji association and its
members. Our shared effort is not only to honor the memory of the victims with dignity, but also to help prevent similar
events in the future through education, sharing experiences, and strengthening a safe environment,” said Jifi Zima,
Rector of Charles University.

“Charles University is an important partner for the Spojeni nadéji association. We appreciate the support the university
has provided in recent years to the bereaved, the injured, and those affected. We are pleased that we will continue to
organize commemorative events together. We also welcome cooperation in other areas outlined in the memorandum,”
added Veronika Konvalinkova, Vice Chair of the Spojeni nadé&ji association, upon signing the memorandum.

The memorandum is concluded for a period of four years and provides a framework for the further development of
cooperation between the university and the association. It does not establish a legal claim to performance, but confirms
the mutual commitment of both parties to proceed sensitively, in a coordinated manner, and with respect for the needs
of those affected by the shooting.
