Statement by Charles University Leadership Regarding
Foreign Minister Petr Macinka’s Remarks on XTV

In recent weeks, Charles University has repeatedly and emphatically objected in various media outlets to the statement
made by Foreign Minister Petr Macinka, who claimed on April 7, 2026, on the online media outlet XTV that “Charles
University is training terrorists.” Such a claim is sweeping, untrue, and unfair to the nearly 55,000 students enrolled in
roughly 1,000 degree programs and the 9,000 academic and non-academic staff members of this largest and oldest
university in the Czech Republic. Moreover, its quality is confirmed by prestigious international university rankings.

Moreover, available data on graduate employment clearly refute such tendentious oversimplifications. Graduates of the
humanities and social sciences at Charles University find wide-ranging employment in academia, public administration,
the nonprofit sector, and the private sector, with their unemployment rate remaining very low over the long term.

Universities must be open academic environments that support plurality of opinion, critical thinking, scientific work, and
democratic values—principles that stand in direct opposition to any form of extremism.

Generalizing statements such as the one above undermine trust in education and democratic institutions in our country.
