Wikipedia makes it accessible to everyone

Prague, May 12, 2026 — Wikimedia Czech Republic, in collaboration with the Czech Academy of Sciences and
Charles University, is launching a nationwide initiative called “Science Month on Wikipedia,” which will bring
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together the scientific and Wikipedia communities and support the creation and expansion of high-quality
articles on scientific topics on the Czech Wikipedia. The event will take place from May 1 to June 15, 2026, and
experienced editors, newcomers, and the general public are all welcome to participate.

The main motto of this year’s edition is: Science changes the world. Wikipedia makes it accessible to people.

The goal of the project is to popularize science, improve access to verified information, and demonstrate that knowledge
should not remain confined to laboratories, academic journals, or university archives. An important part of science is
also its sharing, comprehensibility, and openness to the public.

“For millions of people, Wikipedia is the first place they turn to when looking for answers — whether they want to verify
information, understand a new discovery, or find out who changed the course of scientific history. Science Month on
Wikipedia helps bring verified knowledge from the academic community to the general public,” says Klara Joklova,
Executive Director of Wikimedia Czech Republic.

Throughout the month, there will be themed edit-a-thons, workshops, and discussions featuring experts from various
scientific fields. The program is designed to be open to both experienced Wikipedians and people who want to try editing
Wikipedia for the first time.

The main edit-a-thon is co-organized by the Institute of Physics of the Czech Academy of Sciences and will take place
on May 14, 2026, at the Cukrovarnicka campus in Prague. Participants can look forward to collaborative live editing,
refreshments, and support from instructors who will assist newcomers in particular.

“Popularizing science and making research results accessible to the public are among the key tasks of scientific
institutions. Wikipedia is a unique platform in this regard — it does not replace specialized sources, but contributes
to spreading basic awareness of scientific discoveries and their impact on society. It helps make science more
understandable and accessible to everyone. Science Month on Wikipedia is thus an inseparable link between research
and education, which we have long been happy to support,” says Michael Prouza, Director of the Institute of Physics
of the Czech Academy of Sciences.

Anyone can participate in the contest portion of the challenge by editing or creating an article or uploading a photo
related to science during the event and including the hashtag #science in the edit summary. Active participants can earn
user badges and prizes donated to the contest by the educational podcast “Zjisti vic” (Learn more), the magazine 21.
stoleti, and the Institute of Physics of the Czech Academy of Sciences.

“Charles University has long encouraged its students and staff to create or edit Wikipedia articles, thereby spreading
knowledge from their fields. Participating in the Science Month on Wikipedia project is part of a long-term strategy for
how Charles University can help develop critical thinking, media literacy, and the ability to work with verified sources
— skills that are increasingly important in today’s information-saturated world,” says Helena Laznicka, coordinator of
cooperation between Charles University and Wikipedia.
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
