Dvé nova strategicka partnerstvi na
Tchaj-wanu pro Univerzitu Karlovu

Tchaj-pej, 3. 6. 2026 - Univerzita Karlova dnes rozsifila seznam svych strategickych partnerti o dvé tchajwanské
univerzity — National Taiwan University (NTU) a National Chengchi University (NCCU). Svym podpisem tato
partnerstvi stvrdil prorektor Karel Kouba, ktery na Tchaj-wanu vede skupinu zastupct UK v ramci delegace
predsedy Senatu Parlamentu CR Milo$e Vystréila.

Strategické partnerstvi s obéma univerzitami pfinasi nové moznosti spoluprace nejen v akademickych a studentskych
mobilitach, ale i ve financovani spolecnych védeckych projektl. , Strategicka partnerstvi jsou nejen cestou, jak rozsirit
spolupraci na dalsi studijni programy a fakulty Univerzity Karlovy, ale umozni i rozvoj ambiciéznéjSich forem spoluprace
do budoucna, jako jsou spole¢né mezinarodni studijni programy nebo védecké projekty, “dodal prorektor pro akreditace
a kvalitu vzdélavaci Cinnosti Karel Kouba.

Posileni spoluprace s NTU a NCCU je dalSim pokracovanim partnerstvi s tchajwanskymi univerzitami, s nimiz sdilime
spole€¢né hodnoty nejen ve vzdélavaci a védecké oblasti. Zaroveri se tim Univerzita Karlova v rdmci své strategie
internacionalizace jednoznacné hlasi k rozsifovani svych klicovych partnert mezi prestiznimi univerzitami v ramci celého
svéta. Dosud byly strategickymi partnerskymi univerzitami UK tfi univerzity: University of Zurich (Svycarsko), Macquarie
University (Sydney, Australie) a University of St Andrews (Fife, Skotsko, Velka Britanie). DneSnim podpisem se k témto
tfem pfidavaji dvé tchajwanskeé univerzity.

NTU je nejlépe hodnocenou tchajwanskou univerzitou v mezinarodnich zebfiCcich, v aktualnim vydani QS World
University Rankings ji nalezi 63. pozice mezi svétovymi univerzitami. Se svymi 17 fakultami pokryva podobné
Siroké spektrum oborl jako Univerzita Karlova. NCCU je vyznamnou univerzitou primarné v oblasti humanitnich a
spole€enskych véd a se 4 fakultami UK (FSV, PF, FF a PfF) intenzivné spolupracuje mimo jiné na spole¢ném projektu
vyzkumu odolnosti dodavatelskych fetézcl v polovodi¢ovém pramysiu.

Univerzita Karlova dlouhodobé spolupracuje s tchajwanskymi univerzitami, coz dosvédéuje celkem 9 dohod na
celouniverzitni urovni a dalSich 7 smluv zaméfenych na mezifakultni spolupraci.
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Two New Strategic Partnerships in Taiwan for Charles
University

Taipei, June 3, 2026 — Charles University today expanded its list of strategic partners to include two Taiwanese
universities: National Taiwan University (NTU) and National Chengchi University (NCCU). These partnerships
were formalized by Vice-Rector Karel Kouba, who is leading a group of Charles University representatives in
Taiwan as part of a delegation headed by Milos Vystrcil, President of the Senate of the Parliament of the Czech
Repubilic.

The strategic partnerships with both universities open up new opportunities for collaboration not only in academic
and student mobility but also in funding joint research projects. “Strategic partnerships are not only a way to expand
cooperation to other study programs and faculties at Charles University, but they will also enable the development of
more ambitious forms of cooperation in the future, such as joint international study programs or research projects,”
added Vice-Rector for Accreditation and Quality of Education Karel Kouba.
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Strengthening cooperation with NTU and NCCU is a further continuation of our partnership with Taiwanese universities,
with whom we share common values not only in the fields of education and research. At the same time, as part of its
internationalization strategy, Charles University is clearly committed to expanding its network of key partners among
prestigious universities worldwide. Until now, Charles University’s strategic partner universities have included three
institutions: the University of Zurich (Switzerland), Macquarie University (Sydney, Australia), and the University of St
Andrews (Fife, Scotland, United Kingdom). With today’s signing, two Taiwanese universities are joining these three.

NTU is the highest-ranked Taiwanese university in international rankings; in the current edition of the QS World University
Rankings, it holds the 63rd position among the world’s universities. With its 17 faculties, it covers a similarly broad
spectrum of disciplines as Charles University. NCCU is a leading university primarily in the humanities and social
sciences and, together with four Charles University faculties (FSV, PF, FF, and PFF), is collaborating intensively on,
among other things, a joint research project on the resilience of supply chains in the semiconductor industry.

Charles University has a long-standing collaboration with Taiwanese universities, as evidenced by a total of 9 agreements
at the university-wide level and an additional 7 agreements focused on inter-faculty cooperation.
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
