Praha 18. ¢ervna 2026 — Univerzita Karlova se v leto§nim vydani mezinarodniho zebficku QS World University
Rankings umistila na 273. misté, a fadi se tak mezi 3 % nejlépe hodnocenych vysokych Skol na svété, svym
umisténim se tak opét stala nejlépe hodnocenou vysokou $kolou v Ceské republice.

Zebtisek vysokych $kol QS World University Rankings, ktery kazdoroéné patfi k nejsledovangj§im mezinarodnim
Higher Education World University Rankings), v letoSnim roce posuzoval ¢innost vice nez 8 800 vysokych $kol ze
106 zemi svéta z hlediska kvality védy a vyzkumu, zaméstnatelnosti absolventek a absolventl, studijni zku$enosti,
internacionalizace a udrzitelného rozvoje. Ve vysledcich, jez byly dnes zvefejnény, je zastoupeno nejlepSich 1 504 z
nich v€etné 16 domécich vysokych Skol, coz Ceskou republiku z hlediska po&tu zastoupenych Skol fadi na 26. misto.

Univerzita Karlova se v letoSnim vydani umistila na 273. misté a zdstava tak i nadale nejlépe hodnocenou ¢eskou
univerzitou. Hned ve &tyfech kritériich hodnoceni patfi UK mezi 250 nejlepSich na svété. Konkrétné je to v oblastech
akademicka reputace, reputace mezi zaméstnavateli, zaméstnatelnost absolventek a absolventlii a mezinarodni
védecké spoluprace, které se vice nez polovinou podileji na celkovém vysledku. Tésné za touto hranici se pak nachazi
i v oblasti udrzitelnosti, kde 255. misto odrazi jeji lorisky vysledek v tematicky zaméfeném srovnani QS World University
Rankings: Sustainability.

Kromé zminéného zebficku QS World University Rankings bylo v tomto tydnu uvefejnéno také mezinarodni srovnani
U.S. News Best Global Universities, které hodnoti ¢innost vysokych Skol v oblasti védy a vyzkumu. V letoSnim srovnani
bylo posuzovano celkem 2 438 vysokych Skol a Univerzita Karlova obsadila v ramci institucionalniho srovnani 230.
misto na svété a 85. misto v Evropé, kde je nejlépe umisténou vysokou skolou mezi zemémi, které vstoupily do EU po
roce 2000. Meziro¢né si Univerzita Karlova polepSila o 12 pfi¢ek. V oborovém srovnani Best Global Universities je pro
letosni rok klasifikovana ve 30 oborech a z hlediska absolutniho pofadi dosahla nejlepSiho vysledku v onkologii, kde je
zafazena mezi 100 nejlepSich vysokych Skol, do sto padesatého mista pak byla zafazena v dalSich deseti oborech.

V bfeznu tohoto roku zaznamenala Univerzita Karlova rovnéz uspéch, a to v mezinarodnim zebficku QS World University

According to international comparisons, Charles University
remains the highest-ranked university in the Czech Republic

Prague, June 18, 2026 — Charles University ranked 273rd in this year’s edition of the QS World University
Rankings, placing it among the top 3% of universities worldwide; with this ranking, it has once again become
the highest-ranked university in the Czech Republic.

The QS World University Rankings, which is one of the most closely watched international comparisons each year (it is
one of the most prestigious alongside the Academic Ranking of World Universities and the Times Higher Education World
University Rankings), this year evaluated the performance of more than 8,800 universities from 106 countries worldwide
in terms of the quality of science and research, graduate employability, student experience, internationalization, and
sustainable development. The results, which were published today, feature the top 1,504 of these institutions, including
16 Czech universities, placing the Czech Republic 26th in terms of the number of institutions represented.

Charles University ranked 273rd in this year’s edition and thus remains the highest-ranked Czech university. Charles
University ranks among the world’s top 250 in four evaluation criteria. Specifically, these are academic reputation,
reputation among employers, graduate employability, and international research collaboration, which together account
for more than half of the overall score. It also ranks just outside the top 250 in the area of sustainability, where its 255th-
place ranking reflects its result from last year’s QS World University Rankings: Sustainability.

“Thanks to these prestigious rankings, we have an objective benchmark; we not only know our strengths but also
see what still needs to be improved in the future. | greatly appreciate the work of everyone who contributes to the
university’s results, and | am confident that they will remain strong in the coming years,” adds Jifi Zima, Rector of
Charles University, commenting on the rankings.

Among other Czech universities, the Czech Technical University in Prague (432nd place), Masaryk University (454th
place), and the Brno University of Technology (588th place) ranked the highest.

In addition to the aforementioned QS World University Rankings, the U.S. News Best Global Universities international
comparison was also published this week, which evaluates universities’ performance in the fields of science and
research.

A total of 2,438 universities were evaluated in this year’s ranking, and Charles University ranked 230th in the world
and 85th in Europe in the institutional ranking, making it the highest-ranked university among countries that joined the
EU after 2000. Compared to last year, Charles University improved its ranking by 12 places. In this year’s Best Global
Universities subject-specific rankings, it is ranked in 30 fields; in terms of absolute ranking, it achieved its best result in
oncology, where it is ranked among the top 100 universities, and it was ranked within the top 150 in ten other fields.

In March of this year, Charles University also achieved success in the international QS World University Rankings by
Subject 2026, a subject-specific ranking that placed it among the world’s best institutions in 30 fields. The current ranking
is an “institutional ranking,” meaning it evaluates the university as a whole.
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
