ﬁ Credits and Evaluation

The number of credits given by a course is defined by the number of class hours and self-study
time a student must spend weekly in the subject.
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» Each course provides different amounts of credits.

» Courses canlast 5, 10 or 15 weeks.

» A full academic workload is considered at 18 TEC credits (30 ECTS or 18 USA credifs).
» Aftendance to courses is mandatory.

» Class size averages 30 students.

» Homework is assigned regularly.

» Courses are offered in three models: remotely, hybrid, and in-person

» Minimum passing grade of 70/100.

% Non-restricted nationalities: Require an FMM (migratory form obtained upon entry to the
country), but do not need a visa if the stay is for 180 days or less (semester or summer).

% Restricted nationalities: Require a visa that must be issued at any Mexican consulate or
embassy, regardless of the time of stay.
