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General Information

Who can apply?

Students currently enrolled in a university with which NTU has a valid student exchange agreement can be
officially nominated by their home university for the NTU exchange programs.

How to get nominated?

Each partner university has its own selection procedure; please first contact the international office at your
home university. Applications without corresponding nomination will be rejected.

Where should I submit my application?

After your home university submit the nomination to NTU, you will receive an email on the email address
your coordinator filled in. You should submit your application and all supporting documents via the online

application system before the application deadline. Please do not send any materials to NTU.

Step 1: Fill in the Online Application Form

All students are required to complete and submit their application online during the application period
(October 1- November 10). Please follow the instructions below to correctly fill in the application online.
